Peace Commissioners, etc.

ReEp Croup AGENCY, Neb. 17,
via Fort Laramie, Aug. 15.—Gruard,
Crook’s chief scout, arrived here
last night with dispatches for Gen.
McKenzle from Crook. He left the
command on the afternoon of the
11th, and reports that last Sunday
Crook’'s advance of 150 men struc
an Indiam camp about fifty miles
aorth of Crook City. That night
the remainder of the command ar-
rived, and an attack was made by
Crook, the fight lasting until noen
on Monday, when the Iudians were
routed with a loss to the whites of
only three killed and nine wound-
ed. Fourteen dead Indians were
found on the battle field, and four
bodies were known to have heen
carried ofl. Thirty-five Indian
lodges were burned by the whites
with all the contents. During the
fight the Indians received rein-
forcements. Twenty-one Indians
were caplured, but of these two
bucks and nine squaws were re-
leased, the remainder are} being
brought in. It is known thatin
the vicinity where the fight occur-
red there has been a camp of hos-
tile Indians for several months,
from which ralds were made on
the Black Hills miners, but Gruard
thinks that the Indians attacked
were of Sitting Bull’s command,
for the reason that the speils of
Custer’s massacre were found,
among which was $000 in money.

It is reported here that Sheridan
is at Fort Laramie, and that Crook
is expected to meet him there to-
day. Gruard says he cannot get
there Ly the time designated.
Among those killed was White, a
scoul; the other two were privates.
Second Lieut. A. H. Von Lieuten-
itz, of the Third Cavalry, who was
wounded in the knee, had his leg
ampuatated. He was captain of the
Fifty-fourth New York during the
war, The fighting was done most-
Iy by the Second and Third Cav-
alry.

Whipple, Daniels, Howand and
Hinman, of the Sioux commission,
returned to the Red Clloud from the
Spotted Tail agency yesterday
evening, and report that the coun-
eil held by them with Spotted
Tail’s Indiang the preceding day,
was well attended, but nothing was
done beyond presenting the pro-
positlovs of the government. To-
morrow is the day set for the coun-
eil hiere, at which the commis=ion
hope to receive an answer from Red
Cloud’s people to the propositions
which wore presented liere on the
seventli,  ‘There are very few [ndi-
ans here, mostly all connected with
this ageucy having gone into camp
on Shadron Creek, twenty miles
distar t, ard about half wsy be-
tweer here and Spotted Tail, as
they represent for the purpose of
consulting with the Indians of that
agency.

Gruard says he is convinced that
two-thirds of the hostiles are In-
dians belonging te the Red Cloud,
Spotted Tail and Missouri agencies,
apd that a large amount of supplies
have Leen received from the same
sources, and that there are thous-
ands of Indiaus now in the north-
ern country who do not belong
there. Gruard has been with Sit-
ting Bull two or three years and
konows the northern country thor-
oughly and all the Indians belong-
ing there. The counts made here
an.d at Spotted Tail by the military
recently show 12 500 absentees, with
very old and very ¥oung Indians
preponderating among thote re-
maining here,

Crook's Commnand on the March—
‘e droops Experiency Mard
‘imen.

CHEYENNE, Wyo., I8.—A courier
from Crook’s camp on Whitewood
Creek, Sept. 15, arrived at Sage
Creek to-night and brings the fol-
lowing news: Rinece the fightling
of the 9th instant the command
has worked its way to the Belle
Fourche, subsisting on fresh horse
and dried meat, captured frem the
Sioux. Supplies froma the Dead-
wood mines were met there on the
15th, and this morning moved up
here where there is everything in
abundance, The march of Septem-
ver 12th, between Owl and Belle
Fourche rivers, thirty odd miles,
was through mud and rain, and
was one of the most exacting
troops ever experienced in any
country. The weather has since
been ood, and new life has been
iufused into the command, whose
fulure movements now depend on
Sheridan, who has sent for Crook
to visit him at Fort Laramie at
once. Crook goes hence to-mor-
row, followed by his command at
an early date, probably as far as
Custer City.

On the 12th inst. Colonel Upham,
of the Fifth Cavalry, made a detour
on an Indian trail down Owl River
across to Belle Fourche and up to
the main command, Yeslerday he
found the Indian trail too old to
follow further; yesterday morrcing
he lost private Miller, of Company
A. The Indians surprised him
while out hunting.

Dusiness,

The Erpress say:: Of ihe dry
goods trade during the past week
jobbers bave Leen almost overrun
with custumers from every state in
the Union, and the distribution of
goods bhas been on a very large
sceale. The dewand has extended
to all fubrics suitable for fall and
winter wear, and the assortments
laid in Ly [iul.l-era early in the sea-
aon have bheen very much broken,
so much so, in fact, as to necessi-
tate constant purchases from do-
mestic commission merchants and
importars, Wilh this great increase
in the volume of trade, it is notice-
able that our merchants are still
very cautious and conservative in
regard to eredits, preferring to lose
some customers rather than open
any doubttul accounta, Many
housces have tranzacted so large a
busintss that the days have been
found too short to complete their
transactions, and the work of in-
volving and packing goods for ship-
ment has occupied the time of the
clerks frequently during the greater
part of the night. It is many sea-
sons since the dry goods jobbing of
New York city has passed through
the nctivity which has character-
ized it thus far this fall, and hope is
expressed that the activity will be
permanent.

Crook Surprises and Hilis a Whole
Camp-Census Taking amd Dis.
arming the Indiaos.

Forr SvnLy, 18.—Heavy firing
was heard on the river, ten miles
below here, last Tuesday,apparent-
ly in the direction of the Black
Hillg, but no explanation was had
till yesterday.  About ten days
ago Clol. Buell, commanding at the
(Cheyenne River agency, sent =ome
scolts out to Gen. Terry, who failed
to reach him, but were atiacked
by the Indians and one of them
wounded in the shoulder; retreat-
ing they came across a large mili-
tary trail, which proved to be GGen.
Crook’™. On the way the scouts
saw n camp of thirty lodges near
Slim Buttes, north of Harney’s
Peak, and when Crook was over-
taken thescouts informed him, and
turningj back his cavalry, Crook,
by rapid marches, surprised and
killed every one, estimated to the
number of between two and three
hundred Indians; not one escaped.

To-iday Gen. Buell takes the cen-
sus of all the Indians near here,
and will, to-morrow, disarm and
dismountthem. It is expected the
Indians will try to oppose, but Gen.
Buell ia firm, and will carry out
his orders to the letter.

Brutal Assasslaation.

MONTGOMERY, Ala., 185.—J. 1)
Mayberry, revenue detective, liv-
ing at lound Springs, in this
State, was bratally assassinated on
Saturday night. The murderer
shot him through a rear door, seven
buckshot entering his head, Lilling
him instantly. The night was dark
and the murderer escaped., The
geueral impression isthat the assas-
sin was one of a gang'of counterfeit-
ers now under indictment, and
whore trial will soon come off.

Bris.ow Speaks.

Democratic Mass Meeting — Speech
of Hon. L. Trambull,

Cuicaco, 18, — Hon, Lyman
Trumbull addressed a large demo-
cratic mass meeting in Farwell
Hall to-aight, about Z,000 people
being present. This was the first
speech in the campaign. He ar-
gued that the republican party
needs thorough reform. It admit-
ted as much in its platform, and
confesses practically its inability
to accomplish that reform. The
party and not Grant is responsible
for the errors of thisadministration,
and politicians are now running the
party for their own purposes. They
would control Hayes if he were
elected. The republican party had
retrograded since 1560, He com-

Fhe Sceret Serviee and a Gnog of
Coumiericiters.

Ihe 70 ifunc's Washington special
anye:  In June 1875, the secret ser-
vice collected evidence apalnst a
gang of Alabama Coumty, Tennes-
see, counterfeiters, whichi resulted
in the arrest of a large number of
prominent citizens, among them a
superintendent of Sabbath scliool,
a church deacon, the foreman of
the last grand jury and a candidate
for mayor inan Alabamos city. The
aevidence agalust all these persons
was complete. Persons whose char-
acters were believed unimpeachable
had obtained counterfeit roney
from them, and large amounls of
counterfeit money wus found upon
them when arrested. 'I'he sceret
service agents had engaged (w
persons of reapectability and char-
acter, living in that Jocality, to
assist them in prosecuting.
