8ilk Cocoonery.— Recently our
reporter visited President Young's
cocoonery at Forest Farm, south of
this City, It Is under the super-
vision of Sister Dunyon, an intelli-
gent lady who had seven years’ ex-
perience in the silk business in tite
States. She was satisfied that pre-
vious failures in the business were
not attributable to the unsuitable-
ness for silk-ralsing of Lhis climate;
or to any other general cause, save
‘mismanagement from the lackef
experience, and she has nlreulw
demonstrated that her surmisin
were correct. She commenced the
season's operations with eighteen
ounces of eggs, from which have
been obtained say 355,200 healthy
worms, there being 332 hurdles|T
with an average of 1,100 werms
on each. They are: mearly all

number 177 hurdles or 194,700
worms are spinning and the others
have nearly reached that condition,
¥From these worms it is prebable
1t about 730 poumds of cocoons
will be produced, which, valued ag
$250 per pound, would bring the
nice little sum of $1,875. BSister
Dunyon, being acquainied with the
art of reeling the silk, will;place it
in that eondition and thus greatly
enhance the value of the result.
The lady who has been superin-|p
tending this interesting factory has
been making several experiments
regarding the treatment of the
worms. It has been frequently
stated that it was very Ipjurious te
feed with anything but dry leaves,
damp ones being injurious to the
health of the worms. To test this
point &he has been feeding a few
burdles on wat leaves, the nsult
being that thoteé thus|
thrifiy as those otherwise manipu-
