The Auditor’s report for thé quarter
ending February 25th was received and
referred to the commitiee on finance.
It shows the receipts lor the quarter to
have been $45,953 46, and the disburse-
ments $30,348 .96,

The committee on improvements, to
whom had been referred a communi-
cation from Postmaster Lynch, asking
that signs denoting the names
of streets be placed on the vari-
ous coraers, recommended: that at
thv intersections of the streets called
