‘Work on our canal is beiog pushed
rapidly; we expect 1t Lo be'tinished in
two Lo three weeks., Qur prospects for
ruisiug & crop have never been better
since we came here. It has not re-
Jquired as much labor to repair Lhe

anul as we at one time apprehended

Quite a number of our people who
went to thewr old homes visiting have
not been abile to return on account of
eep snows, but report their intention
of corming in the spring.

There ia an excellent spirit mani-
iestedd in our midst, and the dpeuph:
zenarally are well and contented.

Ouar Sabbath meetings are weil at-
tendod, as alsoareour Y. M. and Y. L.
[. Assoclations, Primary, Relief Soclety
and Sabbath and Day Schowois, and are
in'a flourishiug condition.

Our young people bave given some
very pleasing entertainments. in their
joint meetlogs and theatres, which
aave been hignly tplprecla.ted during
our long winter evenings. -

We have not heard much about who
has been called here, and have come to
the conclusion that {f we are left alone
for a short time we ot ourselves will
He strong enough to hold and settle up
the whole of the San Juan country; for
though our teld cro have failed us
