Mexican Gulf Canal Company, which
received fresh charters this year from
the Legislatures of Georgia and Flori-
da, together with grants of valuable
lands and water power, Chattel s were
issued to the Governor of Georgia,
Drew, of Florida, and his associates,
among whom are General Flnley, of
Florida; Judge H. H. Tompkii s, of
Georgia, and Colonel Rogers, of "the
Georgia Central Railway. Alexander
Curtis, of Georgia, secretary, is now
in this city on business connected with
the composition of the syndicate.Curtis to-da- y gave an account of the
company's project to the following ef-
fect : The route of the proposed canal
has been surveyed by General Qaincy
A.Gilmore and assistant oflicers of
United States engineers,, under a if so-
lution oi Congress directing measures
to ascertain "the best water line f jrtransportation from the mouth of St.
Mary's Kiver, on the Atlantic Coat-t- ,

through the Okeelenokee swamp,aud
theKtatcof Florida to the. Gulf of
Mexico." The Importance of the
proposed canal as a national
work was urged by. President Grant
in two messages to Congress, la which
he declared that, valuable as the open-
ing of this great' material water-wa- y
would be in time of peace,1ts exist-
ence and custody to time of war would
be of absolutely incalculable value' to
the Nation. The surveys made by tien.
Gilmore extended over two, years, and
their results caused him to report the
canal scheme emlncfltly feasible. As
an evider.ee of the importance of the
enterprise to the country, at large be
stated that no less th'.Vn 22 States and
Terrttovies were vitally . inteiested in
the bpeulng'of the waterway, the
practical results of which would in-
volve for the most part the traffic of
the Mississippi Valley and all Its tribu-
taries. Geueial Gilmore tatrd that
'.he products along the 30,000 miles of
rivers and waterways already teeming
with commerce, could in this way be
bourne to safe and, commodious har-
bors, and that only by Shis route was it
possible to avoid the heavy and almost
prohibitory taxes on commerce neces-
sitated by the approach to the mouth
of the Mississippi through the Gulf
of Mexico. "The Canal," in the
lauguage of the company's chatter;
"is to be of such dimensions us
shall be deemed suitable ,and eapableof being used by all such boats, steam-
boats, tugs, barges and other crafts as
navigate the Missippi river above New
Orleans." Beginning at the mouth of
the St. Mary's iiiver, which forms the
dividing line between the States ot
Georgia and Florida, it i to run
through Okeefeuoke lake, which is to
be used as the summit level of tb sup-
ply, thence to St. Marks on the Gulf
of Mexico. Thence it will follow the
already existing line of water ways,
which extend almost unbroken from
that port to New Orleans. The ad-
vantages of this rente will be the sav-
ing to commerce of beavv rates of in-
surance, made imperative' by the dan-
gerous navigation of the Bahamas and
the reefs of Florida, and in the coast-
ing service a saving In distance of 1,500
miles. OUlciai statistics go to show
that the average tax on commerce
tbrongh blgh iusurance, etc., over the
present route, is about $5,jo yearly.
