Now, we know that Joseph Smith wai
man of God. We know thai he was

a pure man. We know that his charac-
ter was white, and fiere was no

attached to him. Yet lids man,
whose llle was tilled with labor for the
benefit and salvation ol his fellow men
this man who endured everything that
human nature could endure to save hit
fellow nun, was aim ken down in this
manner by the puwer of Satanl And
he is only a type ol hundreds of others
who have been slain for the testimony
of Jetus; not all alatn by violence, but ail
marlyied lor the truth, because of the
tr.ielty of the wicked.

all dn.gence to keep ihe commindments olthe
Lord.

Then the historian tells us:

1'reMtl-- Won:rud. President Mnitti.
myseif, and some ol the Twelve A pos
ties are lied aln m until wo are made to
appear very w itkt d an even h re abom-
inable falsehood areutruU ed concern-
ing ui. If that spirit were to be widely
indulged in, it might lead to the shed-
ding ol our blood, just at it led to the
shedding of the hlomtol others that have
preceded us. Now want to say to you
that these accusation ate false. I bear
that testimony to you today for mysHl.
And Ihe irnt Presidency have mil done
the evil things which m.ny accuse tfutti
ol doing. Our conduct baa been nci
ther wicked nur dishonorable ai
some ,,1V0 alleged it haa been.
We have not sought to unite
Church and State. We have not sought
to interfere with the liberties ol mr
brethren or ol any other persons. We
have done nothing of tins kind, in any
form; and those who say we have tell
th.it which is untrue.

I want to wnrn you, my brethren and
sisters, about this lying spirit that Ins
krone out It is dangerous. Thoie who
indulge in it and those who believe these
thitics, if they are not t archil, will ber-
ths faith, and the Spirit of tijd will
withdraw itsell from ihem; for a lying
spirit and the Spirit ot l.od cannot dw II

together in the same breast, .Men who
tell lies, men who circulate hci. and
men who who believe lies, or: not
have Ihe Spirit ol (mhI reigning in their
hearts. We should thrreiore be vtiy
careful about the things. Ncwipipers,
magaziiirt and books which contain lies
and which slander and detmne.tlie work
und prople ot God I will not read. dj
not want to rend falsehood; I do nol
want my children to read fa se hood. I

have heard people say many tunes, "Let
us hear what they say about us;" and
they read works titled with misrepresen-
tations of the work ui iod. Did you
ever read mu.ii a work without the
spirit ol liod being grieved within you?
I never did. Wben 1 was .pine young
made up my muid that would not al-

low my mind to be contaminated by
reading Itial which t knew to be false-
hood. would not read anything of
that kind. I knew the truth; God had
revealed it, and I wa in possession ( it.

knew the diameter of the servants ot
God; and I would not read nor listen to
anything derogatory to the servants ot
God or lo the work ot Gjd. I have not
rlone tliis through my life, and with
God's help will not do it; and as far as
I have power, will not have il in my
family. I try to teach my children to
keep alool from it.

The case of a strong, eloquent man
whom I knew Intimately and with whom

labored in the ministry iti more than
one held comes to my mind. He was
one whom esteemed and reverenced
as would a father. Hut this man leil
into darkness and lost the laith and was
cut oil from the Church. In reviewing
what knew ol his hie I remembered
that had noticed hit inddterence con
ceruing the Hook ol Mormon and ttie
revelations ol the Lord to the Church
and that he seldom, il ever, read them.
Hut he had a londness lor reading works
on Spirituulism. He liked the)anguage
used by writers on that subject; their
eloquent phrases suited him. liutin per-
using these works he imbibed the false
doctrines they taught. 1'erhaps at first
he did this unconsciously to himself.
By degrees, horn ever, they did their
work, lie dropped Ilia truth and al-

lowed these lalse teachings to tike its
place. It probably took years for the
undermining of his belie! In tht truth to
be accompniihed. llut, however slow
the process may have appeared, it was
sure and deadly in its ell net upon him
and his faith He became spiritually
dead ho dead as to be past recovery.

It this a solitary case? No, far from
this one being alone, there are hundreds,
perhaps thousands like it. The minds
of the people are colored by that which
they hear and read, especially if they
make it a pleasure to hear and read. It
it be a gratification to hear and read the
truth, the cltect up in the character of
those who seek gratification In that ma
is most marked. But if, on the other
hand, pleasure be taken in listening to
false statements, or reading works con-
taining slanders and lies and (also doc-
trines, the etlect is niott hurtful. The
minds ol those who do this become col-

ored with that which is untrue; and as
they continue they attach more and
more importance to it until they accept
errors and Ilea as truths.

When do not see in houses any Book
of Mormon, any Bible, any Book of
Doctrine and Covenants, or any Church
works for the family to read, feel that
the children are being neglected- When
I see improper literature or literature
that contains lies lelt around lor children
to read feci sorrowful, because know
It will produce bad results. Children
cannot read lies, nor can men and
women, without their haviug their ettect.
A liu will be believed in alter
awhile. Men have been known to tell a
lie so often that they have appeared to
actually believe it themselves, perhaps
because it was not contradicted. Lies
circulated among the Latter-da- Saints
concerning the authorities of the Church
have been believed in iu tint manner,
until many have got false ideas concern
Ing the character of Ihe men ol God.

his was the case in Ihe days ot Joseph,
Many accusations which his enemies
made against him some of those who
proleMsud to be Latter-da- Saints be-

lieved. Occasionally hear tilings jaid
about the lute I'resident Young that are
utterly false and they are believed be-

cause they have been printed. It is no
aUu with charges against ttie Saints ol
God. The character ot this people hits
been maligned and villitied to such an
extent that men are astonished when
they are brought In contact with ua and
find out who and what we are. know
this is the case with myself. My name
has been.bruited about a good deal, and
whtu 1 cuuie m contact, In my travel,

with people to whom I am a stranger
they tell me what their h ive
been. They supposed were monsters
of wickedness, seeking all the rime to
do wrong. And it would seem at il

some of the Latter-da- Snntt 'clt lid
way. A young man a few flays ngo
called tny attention to an article which
appeared iu an Kattern paper, and
which was copied into one o our papers,
containing gross mlstHteui nts do
not think I ever read an air lit le lint con-

tained more lies in the same amount of
space than it did. This young man told
me that he was riding In the cars, and a
prominent Lattei tlay Stint wiu'dnoi
ak his name, because did not want to
know II), alter reading tin article, said.
"Well, ttie re Is more truth than poetry
in that.'' Noar, lo hear ol a Latter day
Saint making such a rem irk about one
ol the authorities of the Church, II I

were not accustomed to such things, it
would make me sick. How can a man
do it and have faith in e Gospel? How
on we believe th.it l'f .j imt Willi id
Woodruff is a wicked and untruthful
man, and still believe tint God would
hold hun in his position? Il w can we
believe tms about any of cur brethren
who occupy responsible stations?

The brethren have borne testimony lo
you this niutning concerning the S.nrit
ul God, and bear testimony tu you con-

cerning it. Be careful what spirit you
allow to get Into your hearts. Do not
allow Satan to deceive yuu. Watch
and pray, not only watch, but pray not
mi your knees alone, but when )oti are
waigmg around, pray in your hearts lor
God tu deliver you tiotn influence of
Satan. Be not ready to believe eery
thing that you hear of an evil natute.
1'ray liod to dispel darkness from your
minds, ttiat you may see hht. When
you are tilled with hghl, you are tilled
with everything that i G d lue, and
yuu will have indescribable ioy. There
is nothing on the earth that approaches
the joy of the Spirit f God when it pos-- s

stet a man or a woman. Do they then
hate their brethren? Wilt they tell lies
ab.ut them? Will they believe lies
about them? No, thev will nut The
Spirit of God will rot believe a lie, Iw-

cause Ihe Spirit ol God brings charity,
and charity does not indulge iu thee
Irelinn. When men and women have
cnaiiiy, lies are abhorrent to tin m, and
they believe in the servants of od and
in the authority ot the I'ricsihood, which
authority God has cuniirtned in your
eyes, i you will but open thtui to see.
liy every sin that human beings could
.i.k.God has conlirmcl the authority
ol the 1'riesthood to tboelhat will open
their eyes to see. There med io ue no
nmtakc about il. Kvery child may
know il, whether this is the woik ol
God or not, or whether these men are
true servants of God or not. warn

So seldom do we see or heor anything
from this remote place, in relation to
the labors ol the Klders on these is

lands, that I submit the following which
I trust will find space In the Nkws for

publication.
The account of Klder Andrew Jeuson's

travels to these parts and elsewhere
will no doubt be read with interest by

many, and his visit be greatly appre-

ciated by the Elders and Saints through-

out the dillerent missions. Much good

will surely result from his labors, not
alone in regard to the Importance and
necessity ol keeping records correctly,
but hi words of counsel and encourage-

ment will tver be remembered and
greatly aid the Klders in preparing tor,

and presenting the labors which have
been assigned them.

At present there are two Klders labor-

ing in these island, viz., four here on the
Tongutubu group, four at Haapal and
wo at Vavau, the latter field having
been opened up recently. With the ex-

ception of Niuafoou and Niuatohutabu
which lie to the north between Vavau
and Samoa, all the Islands cau be
reached quite easily Irom where we are
now located, which will thus enable us
to present before the people the Gospel
(or their consideration.

The fruits ol our labors have not been
rerhzed to every great extent aa yet,
it is true, but ihe Gospel must be
preached to all the world lor a witness,
and to aid in fulfilling this command we
are now engaged, trusting that some ol
the people may yet turn and share in
the great blessings promised unto them.

Cnurch and state going hand in hand
together as It does here, uorks a hard-
ship on some at least who are weak (ot
which there are nol a few,) as it furnishes
somewhat of au excuse, at least a pre-

tended one, for not accepting the Go- -

even though they acknowledge the
uthtulness olit; for they would at

once be accused ot not being loyal to
their kingdom, as many are in the other
churches which aro established here,
viz., the Wesleyaus and Catholics. The
question should be, however, which is
the must profitable, to go according to
one's honest convictions, and endure
such accusations etc., and by faithfulness

ain the greatest of blessings, eternal
le; or lo be spoken well ol by the peo-

ple, gain honor among men, aud even il

it should be gain the whole world aud
yet lube his own soul? Well might Ihe
question be asked, "What doth it profit
a m.tnr"'

We have had beautiful weather the
past four and a hall months, and our
cllurts have been to make una of it and
get among Ihe people as much as con-
venient. We have made some thirty-on-

trips out to the dillerent parts ol the
island, visiting all the villages and being
away Iroru one lo five days each time;
and besides our two regular meetitigs at
headquarters every Sunday, we have
been successful in holding ueventeen In
other places, all of which have been
fairly well attended.

November 3rd, after holding a meet-
ing at Nukuleka, a village abui.t four
miles from here, our hearts were made

While we ei joy these gieat levonK,
we realize ttut the enemy cf all rUlit
eousuest it working also with a his
mititil to slay the spread of truth, ;.o he
exercises great power over the people,
leahtinir ns did he in Paul's d ay, mat
his "crfi it in danger," when truth be-

gin to reach Ihe hearts of the people.
A to temporal nuiters,l do not know

of a more independent people on the
earth, than are the Tongaui. All land
is held by Ihe governm nl, and allotted
out to the people 11s they reqii re, it be-
ing impossible under present regulations
for any foreigner to obtain l.tbd lor any
purpose whatever, only through lease.
I hey can no doubt tee the condition of
some ot their neighbors, where the
whites have been successful in securing
tracts of land, and by adding to them
from time to time, they have gained
sin h a hold as to crowd the natives out,
and thus work hardsl s upon them.
Such is not the in onj;a. Though
the Miami arc small, the population is
still leM (it not reaching twt nty thous-
and) and as that land which is cultivated
produces so .t'mmlamly, there is a great
n jrtioii unused throughout the group.
Food grows with but little care, and
there is always a niatket lor the ,

ol wtiuh there hat been an ex-

cellent supply Ihe past season, more
than has been known for many years
back.

hardly need lo say that such con-
ditions have a tendency to maku Ihe
people very proud and haughty, and
many are not slow to rex. irk that it is
because ol their righteousness that such
blessings are enj tyed. It has been
wisely said that "pride cotneth before a
fall,1' and niv advice to all thus minded
would lie to humble themselves before
the I. oul, and not be bl.eit up in the
imaginations of their hearts, lot tluy
be led away by v.in decitand thus
bring des'ruction upon themselves.
