tution. And the only reason that a
tremendous outcry has not .been
raised at the wrong is the notion that
in some way or other this oppressive
measure is an assault upon polygamy.
As the Record says, "the principle in-

volved is entirely irrespective of .the
wrongfulness ol polygamy." It has
no bearing on that question. Ihls
ought ta be understood by the pressand the people of tne United States,
for danger lurks in these acts of de-

spoilment, not only to other religious
bodies but to our national institu-
tions.

Of course the power of the general
governmoat to these respects only ex-
tends to the Territories, and that

"merely by a stretch of authority not
warranted by the supreme law of the
land. But tbe precedent here estab-
lished may become formidable to re-

ligions esUbllsumeQis in tbe States,
not by action of the Cangress bat by
local imitative legislation. It thena tional legislature may do such things
against an unpopular religions bodj in
a Territory, State legislatures may do
similar things to unpopular sects in
their respective localities. It is tbe
principle involved that should be con
sldered. It Is that which is Inherently
wrong, vicious, and dangerous if
adopted as part of tbe public- policy.

Religious lihetty has been considered
one ol the corner stones of our na-
tional system, ir is at least as pre-
cious as civil liberty. The right to
worautp God witnoafc molestation, so
long as that worship infringe no hu-
man right, violates bo-- principle of
common decency and makes no dis-
turbance of the public peace, has been
heretofore considered inalienable.
