The best results in telephony have
been obtained Iy using cojper
wires In a metalli - circuit, that Is,
by using an extra wire for the re-

turn current instead of tile ground
as In short lines and telegraphy.
Experiments have been made In
this ccuntry by doubling up vires
running belueeu two points, but
this cannot le consideml as a fair
UsL The wires run on one line of
po'.eF. and tiie induction from one
wire to another makes it as If the
distance were, only, about thiity
mihsorso.
