Stumpage Tax. The collection
of etumpage has for some time past
excited considerable interest among
the lumbermen of Utah. The
officers connected with Land
Offices have felt it to be their duty
or otherwise to be to their interest
to collect stum page. The Govern
ment is beyond dispute legally en
titled to etumpage in u tan as well
as in other territories or states.
But how stands the question mor-
ally? Ought the Government to
collect stumpage in Utah? We
think the making of roads in these
fearful canons should exempt lum
bermen from it he stumpage paid
where such enormous outlays are
not required. The Government
should deduct at least 50 per cent
of the tax on lumber obtained from
the canons. When the Land Office
was first established at Bait Lake
City, the stumpage question was
winked at. The olhcers acknowl
edged that it would be great injus
tice to the enterprising canon man
to compel him to pay stumpage on
luuUi wKiolx would kava foravor
remained worthless to the Govern
ment but for the roads made m
every instance at a cost of thou
sands of dollars. Congress has de
clared the settler on the publicdomain entitled to 1G0 acres for his
hardships in opening up the coun
try. Would it do this and then
withhold from the canon man who
grades every foot of the road to the
timber, a lumber bountv? Certain
ly not. There is but very little
timber in Utah; not enough really
to pay for the making of the dug--
ways from hi to ..(J miles in length.
If the officers whose duty it is to
look alter stumpage, feel bound to
collect the tax, they should be ex
ceedingly libera, taking their pay
in lumber at the mills where the
timber is sawed.

News from Kanab Weather Hor-

ticulture United Order Wheat-N- ew a
School House An Interest-

ing Discovery.

Brother XV. D. Johnson, Jr., of
Kanab, writes under date of Octo-

ber h

"This month has been uncom-
monly stormy and cold and seems to
be a wonder even to the aborigines;
but within the last week it has
cleared off and we are having an
old fashioned 'Indian Summer.'

"Last week I visited the gardens
of our fellow townsman, Bro. C. II.
Oiiphant, an old and well known
horticulturist, who has the largest
and most extensive stock of flowers,
shrubs and trees of any one in this
count rj'. His display of dahlias is
the finest I ever saw. He has
about ono hundred varieties, of all
sizes, shades and colors; then the
petunias, verbenas and other bril-
liant flowers, in endless varietj--,

make one think of the Garden of
Eden. Brother Oiiphant is now
able to fill orders from all parts of
the Territory. Why can't we en-

courage home production?
"I understand the LI. . has put

in about one hundred acres of fall
wheat, some of which is up four or
five inches and looks fine.

"Our school-hous- e, which has
been a thing of the imagination for
so long, has at length taken the
form of a reality, through the exer-
tions of our present school trustees.

"We expect to son In able to
meet in tho 'New Ward House.'
The foundation is laid, brick burn-
ed, lumber on the ground, and so
we begin to hope not in vain.

"On the 18th inst., several breth-
ren from this place and your hum-
ble servant as one of the company,
went to the Navajoe Wells, to sur-

vey the same and make a reservoir.
We made a reservoir, which has
materially increased the water faci-
lities of this place, so that iustead
of only ten animals being watered
at one time, about thirty or forty
can now get water, and plenty to
spare. While on this trip I had
the good fortune to Hud, while in
company with Bro. Thomas Rob-
ertson, an old fort of the Aztecs,
which was built on a high and pro-
minent point of the lower cliffs.
The walls of the fort had fallen in.
It was circular in shape, Gil feet in
diameter. On the north side of the
fort was the foundation (the walls
having fallen down) of a row of
houses, in the shapo of an L. It was
astonishing to see tho amount of
broken terra cotta that was lyin
in and around tuis place. Of this
pottery I found four varieties of
color, drab, yellow, white and red,
some of which was neatly and curi
ously figured. Some pieces had a fine
finish, and an enamel, on which
the action of the weather and at-

mosphere had seemingly had no
effect. I also found arrow heads,
fraprraenta of Hint awls, semi-circ- u-

lar ana circular irinseis, wiin lue
use of which I am unacquainted.
This is one of the most interesting
old ruins I have found in this part
of the country, 1 hope to soon
have a chanci to send my finds to
the Museum."
