Our
claim regarding the amount of work
that can be none wnn me email outlay
for repairs, is based on the peculiar
share used, wmcn is virtually j.ioq
tShares in On,apparently laid together
as it Las two points, the wing being
hollow, having a post or !pin around
which a boos: bolt passes to araw it
onto the standard. A nut on the end
of the hook bolt, behind the stand
ard, draws the snare tignuy up
to the standard and mould-boar- d,

making it fit as; firmly as
if it was a part of the standaW.
The share has two laces; the one not
up doing duty. Is down oeiow out oi
the way. There is no bolt bead in tne
surface of the share, nor nut under it;
neither is there any projection under
the body of the Plow, to catch on ob
structions, or accumulate dirt. We
show herewitn, sketches; oi ine ap-
pearance of the Reversible Share as it
would appear cut through the middle,
to illustrate the way it wears, Botb
faces, as will be seen, are tapered alike
to a sharp edge, as shown in cut sso.

The
nasflng of the share through the ground
wears on tne unuerMuc ut tue cutting
fidsre. so that alter plowing awnile
the edge is beveled below, something
like shown incut Ii. Ihls tends to
make the plow run out of the ground.
and Jn ordinary plows it would end the
life ot tne enare. jnow tne nut is
loosened, the stiare lilted away from
the plow, turned vpside doun4 put back
and tne nut screwed tight. The putting
cdtreof the share is now. as shewn in
cnt No, C, with bevel downward, and
tne fhare virtually resharpeced. The
reversing process can be carried on till
the metal in the share Is worn back to
where it is too iQick to cut, and always
have a sharp edge. The hollow wing
ami the two poiuts will cer
tainly plow as loDg .as two
ordinary shares, without taking into
consideration the peculiar fact that
while one point is in front plowing.tbe
other is the heel of the sluire, being
worn to a sharp edge, so that when the
front nose has rounded off, the share
can be reversed and the blunt end put
on the heel of the wing, aud the point
that was on the hsel, brought to the
front, sharp. When the share has been
reversed a number of times, aud in
consequence of the metal being worn
away, paitly loses its suction and
will not hold the ground as. well as at
first, "then another improvement
for getting still more service out
of the share, comes iu play.. The land-sid- e

has an adjustable shoe on its un-
der and innerjiide, as shown ou the
opposite page, which is moved down
or up at the heel, to adapt the Plow to
the suction required, be it on account
of a partly-wo- rn stiare, or because the
ground is hard and stony.

new patented shin jointer,
which hs shown in the cut, rises from!
the shin, standing out at ritrat angles
to the course of the Plow and shearing
off Itslslice from the angle of the mov
ing furrow, throwing the top of it,
with sod or trash aud manure that may
be on the ground, to the bottom of the
previous furrow.

The Jointer being so close to the
plow, it cuts ground that has already
been lifted and partly broken, so that
its wor is is much easier than to break
the hard surface An advanccaapf the
plow, as in all old styles. It isalways
n line ; the changing of the beam for

"two or three horses not affecting It. It
is adjustable, vertically, to adaptlt to
the amount of work required, it Is
impossible to choke it-- , and stones can
not get caught between It and the
plow.
