“A Jittls more than two years ago the
Humane gocjeties of the United States
thought they saw a chance (0 do sorme-
thing that would be of great benefit and
comfort to the animals that were heing
shipped to the markets for slaughter,
antl petitfonsd and insisted that the
gecretary of Agrioulture put into effect
the 28-hour lsw that had lain dormant
on our status hooks slnee 1873, This
perhaps, wue done on the part of the
Humane socieles with the very best
Intentions, but was done on theory,
not on actunl experience: then It was
our troubles commenced, Rallroads
were notified that If they kept live stock
on the trains longer than 28 hours, they
would be prosecuted; therefore they
proceeded to enforee this lnw, which s
proper and right they shou'd, Th's ndd-
ed Lo the tonnage systems that the rafl-
roads had put into effect a year or two
prior, ruined the handling of liyestock
with any degree of satisfactlon, mak-
ing It more Inhumane to the poor Aumb
anlmals than ever before.

MERELY A FREIGHT TRAIN,

“A stock train s considered merely
a8 an ordinary frelght train, and is
usually loaded beyond the capacity of
the engine, making it Impossible to
Inake ary reasonable speed, In my
Judgment, this tonnage system that
has been maugurated by the railroad
companies—at least so far as llve stock
is concerned—eshould be prohibited by
law, My experlence along these lines
will compel me to speak particularly
of the Unlon Paclfic, as it 18 over this
route 1 have to ship my stuff.

“A stock traln of 25 or 30 dars is
turned over 4o the Union Paclfle at
Green Rliver; and often from 10 to 20
more cars of dead frelght added to this
to make up the tonnage, and you are
stared out for the east; you are sesms
Ingly sidetracked for most everything
you meet, and by the time you make the
next feeding place, If you make 10 or
12 miles an hour, you think you are do-
ing well, One year ago last Decem-
ber, at a meeting of the Idaho Wool-
growers' assoclation at Welser, they
saw fit to gend a committes to Wash-
Ington, D. C,, for the purpose of géetting
the 28 hour law so amended as would
put our stock on the market In the best
possible condition.

“Helng one of that committes, T can
state that almost one of the Arst things
done was to interview the secretary of
agriculture for his views on the sub-
Ject, he, having studied the subject,
and knowing well the hardships that
were belng worked on the shippers of
ltlve stock by the operation of the 28
hour law, was In fwll accord with us,
and upon being asked by the Hon.
Burton L, French, congressman from
Idaho, to draft such a bill as in his
Judgment would be proper for the ship-
ping of llve stock, immediately con-
sented and had the bill drawn up, which
was Introduced In the senate of the
United States by Senator W, B, Hey-
burn of Idaho. This bill, fully en-
dorsed by the agricultural department,
hnd a stormy time of it before Its final
passage; several of Its beat features
were cut out, especially the speed Himit
;xlaune, which was placed at 16 miles an
our,

ATTACK COMMENCED.

"When this clause was eliminated the
Humane sopieties commenced thelr at-
tack, and letters poured in upon the
senators and congressmen from all over
the country condemning thia measure.
Members of the American Nutional
Livestock massoclation, together with
members of the Chicago Llvestock ex-
change, were opposed to this speed lim-

it clause being retained in the bill, they
having made a prior agreement with
the rallroad companies, or at least
some of them, that no such clause
should be asked for. Thus It was that
the speed 1lmlit clause was cut out—the
most important clause in the bil], and
the one that would be of greatest hene-
fit to shippers where the rallroad com-
panies have no opposition.

HOW 1T LOOKS TO HIM.

‘“Where there {8 no competition, very
Httle consideration {8 given to the
#tockman or his trains of llvestook: his
losses by bad handling and slow runs
are not considered, but how much ecan
be made out of handling this train of
stuff for the railroad company is thelr
first conslderation-—at least 1t looks that
way to the shipper. Things look differ-
ent when you get on a road with plan-
ty of competition. For Instance, take
the North Western, Milwaukee, Bur-
lington, from the Missour! river points;
you are whirled nearly 5600 miles in
less than 24 hours. The extension of
tme from 28 to 88 hours has not
brought the rellef to the western ship-
pers we had antleipated it would, and
In my opinlon not until we can get &
law with the speed it in it will we get
any satisfactory results over the pres-
ent conditions, I firmly belleve we can
get the present 28-hour law amended to
Include this speed Umit clause should
we all work together,

A GOOD CLAUSHE,

“I might speak of one good clause
In the present law that we should ask

the government to enforoe: that 18
the clause foreing the unloading of
Hvestock In a humane manner into

propevly equipped yards for rest, watep
and feed, To my knowledge, sheep
have been unloaded Into yards where
It Is almost Impossible for more than
one sheop In 100 to drvink because
trough# provided are fop cattle and
horses and are too high for sheap to
drink from. There being very little
chance, if any, for grazing, they are
forced to cat hay, and without water
this hay is practically thrown awny
ug far as sheep are concernad, I
spenk particularly of the Rawlins
yards and the old yards at Grand Is-
land: there may be yards on other
roads In the same condition, making
it much more Inhumane than when
shippera of sheep were allowed tn usa
their own judgment. Therefore 1
would suggest that we ask the governs
ment to place an Inspector In the feld
for the purpose of Inspecting these
yards and have them condemnad for
the handling of sheep,

“The agricultural department of our
government seems to be made up of
departments: for instance the depart-
ment of forrestry; the hurean of ani-
mal Industry department, and others.
In my judgment, we should have a de-
parteient for the shipping of live stock
with @ practical man who has wide ex-
perience In shipplng especlally from
this western country, and o law elag-
e enough to glve him power to treat
freely with transportation companies
and shippers, and at the same time
see that the poor dumb animals are
glven the best possible care,

BPEED LIMIT,

“Millons upon millions of animala
ard belng shipped throughout the 1 nit.
od Blntes ench year to the great marp-
ket centers, and no one I8 more Inters
ested than the shipper himself, g upon
thelr proper care depends his profits,
I know from personal observation that
sheep have suffered many more tortures
aince the 28 hour law went into effect,
and éven the 36 hour law, than ever be.
fore. Therefore, I say that for the best
Interests of the shippers and best poss
sible benefits for anlmals, we should
never quit untll we get a reasonable
speed limit clause Inserted in the pres.

RATE BILL THE STARTER,

“For thrée vearg we have had nofhing
but trouble. The rate bl was the
starter, and gradually but surely every
privilege the stockmen ever had has
been taken away from them.

“I belleve, I we will unite and get
at this business In a different way, We
may be able to do something, My
idea iy to get together with the rall-
road men, to harmonize with them,
and show them our crying needs and
I belleve something can be donoe.”

Col. Bell's speech was interspersed
with many witty storles which kept
the convention in a roar of laughter,
and u veln of good humor ran through
the whole course of his remarks.

NO SINECURE,

During the past 10 months the sec-
retary sent out more than 15,000
personal lettars to sheepmen, wool-
g-rowers. breeders, etc., sollelting mem-
erships., Starting with less than 100
members, the association has grown
untl! it now comprises 6,338 members,
Nine new assoclations were organized
lagt year, covering a fleld from Mis-
sourl to California. Our assoclation
was successful In having the 28-hour
law extended to 36 hours for the
benefit of shippers, and some conoes-
slons were secured in the matter of
forest reserve ranging privileges. The
fmportance of the future conduct of
the assoclation was referred to, and
union of purpose and action among
the sheepmen and stockmen urged,

At the conclusion of Secy, Wake's
report, Chairman Wilson announced
that a recess would be taken until 1:30
o'clock at which time the delegates
commence election of officers and a
committee will report upon the town
selected for the next convention.

Ad-
miral Davis, who Is in the harbor with
the battleships Missourl and Indiana,
was called on for help in the work of
policing the city and he promptly re-
sponded by landing marines, These sen
soldiers are now piecketing the streets
and assisting the British authorities in
the maintenance of order. All mariners
are warned that the two light houges at
the harbor entrance have bheen de-
gtroyed and that the approach to the
harbor at night ig periflous. Another
gtenmer approaching Kingston and not
knowing the conditions is reported to
have suffered. This is the Hamburg-

American line steamer Prinz Eitel
¥riederich. Thig vessel according to a
Kingston distpach recelved by the As-
socinted Press early today, I8 ashore
near the Prinz Waldemar and the Prin-
vegs Luise, vessels of the same line
which are stranded near where the
Plum Point lighthouse was located.

No Americans wera killed as a resujt
of the disaster, despite that there were
many American tourists in the place
when the visitation came, A large
number of these tourists have taken
yefuge on the warships in the harbor,

American ald has heen timely in thia
hour of trouble to a British possession,
and the dispatches agree It is warmly
appreciated by the stricken people.

‘“Whipple arrived from Kingston to-
day with advices from Davis, conflrms-
ing practical destruction of city. Busi-
ness section destroyed. Fire followed
earthquake. Government residence In
suburbs destroyed. Steamship wharves

intact, Shipping unharmed, Other
foreign residences seem to have es-
caped. American consul absent, Vice

consul representing. Bluejackets guard-
ing consulate possesssions and archives,
Indiana -landed 60. Reported mutiny
at penitentiary containing 400 prisoners,
Governor considers whole situation well
in hand, 440 dead accounted for, Still
many bodles in ruins, Many Americans
sailed for New York via steamer Prinz
Frederich Heinrich on the 17th."”

Statement of the Output of the West-

A
number of these come from parties who
are not In Immediate need of coal, and
they have told thelr neighbors that
they are so many tons ahead anyhow,
and don't propose to get loft, Dealers
are getting on to this, and arve exarcis-
ing discrimination as to whose orders
shall be filled first; and where they find
that parties ordering have a f+ § supply
on hand, such orders are sct aside for
the time being. The heavy snowfall has
made teaming somewhat difficult, and
there I8 delay on this account, The
fact that the rallroads are short of
motive power Is coming to be realized
as an Influential factor in the coal
shortage.

A statement of output In tons, of the
varfous mines in the Kemmerer distriot
for the last quarter of 19508, shows the
total from the Kemmeorer mines to be
113,787, an Increase over the same peri-
o.for the previous year of 83,891 tons;
the output from Diamondville for the
lagt quarter was 156,015 tons, an in.
crease of 21,827 tons over the corre-
sponding quarter for 1905. The Cum-
berland mines put cut 253,032 tongs, a de-
crease of 62,458 tons, This last was due
to the fire which prevented the mines
there being worked to thelr full capa-
eity., The totals thus show a net de-
cronge for 1806 of 7,287 tons, due to the
fire in the Cumberiand mines,
