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Red Man's Arraignment of
the Government.

The

The speech of the Tuwdian ehief
Spotted Tail before the ''reaty
Commission is a striking =pecimen
of simple natural oratory, It is,
however, much more than thi=, for
it contains an arraignment of the
United States Government upon
charges of bad faith and duplicity
which are unfortunately but too
well founded, and the recollectiou
of which should bving the blush of
shame to the cheek of every honor-
able man. 1t isa bitter comment-
ary upon cur treatment of the In-
dians that they should be in a posi-
tion te declare with perfect truth
that they are afraid to sign treaties
with the Government Lecause it
has breken faith with them so fre-
quently, and that they only =ign
uow because they are placed be-
tween two fires—the soldiers in the
front, and starvation in the rear.
After such an address as that of
Spotted 'Fail it might have bgen
supposeid by an uninformed
server that some one «f the C‘om-
missioners would have risen and
vindieated the cause of the Gov-
ernment. But the ugly truth is
that not vne ot thom was
capable of making a defense
or refutation, and for the sihmple
bul suflicient reason (hat they
knew the charges to be true. We
doubt whether there is a single in-
stance on record in which our prom-
ises to the Indians have been loy
ally performed, and there are ol
many instances in whieli the ng-

oli=

eressions which goaded them into
hostility could not blave been tra
ced to the doors of white nen,

I'he Indians have been accused of
treachery and cruelty, but all the
first they have Lborrowed from
white men, and as regards the seo-
ond, their contact with so called
civilization has not tended Lo con-
vince them that it promoted hu-
manity. At this very moment we
araengaged in awar with the Sioux
which has been precipitated by the
most flagrant breaches of faith on
the part of the Government, and
to secutre ourselves against furlher
complications we are now furcing
the Iled Cloud bands to sign trea-
ties which are presented to lhem
oeu the point of the bayonet.
Whether the new l(1eatly will be
better kept than fonmer ones re-
muins to be seen,; but there is noth-
ing in the history of the past to
wariant sanguine anticipations.
We know that it iz the desire of

the Government to transfer these
tribes to the Indian Territory,
and we also know that the ma-

jority of them dou not wish to go
there. ALl this moment they are
ostensibly oflered an alternative,
but the strong presumption is that
they will eventually be compelled
to take the course prescribed by
the Government, and that if they
object or resist they will be coerced.
Thne most exasperating character-
istics of the prevailing Indian po-
licy is its lack of well gefined prin-
c¢iple. There appears {o be no per-
manent standard by which the
Indians are judged, and no man
can undertake to describe their re-
lations or their status. At one time
they nre treated as though they
constituled an iodependent power,
and a solemn pretence is made of
ralifying treaties with them. The
moment, however, that any mo-
tive arises for trespassing upon their
reserve territory, or taking it from
them, in the interest of white men,
the treaties are broken regardless o1
all considerations of honor or de-
cency, and when the red men re-
sent this and rise in defense of their
rights,they are howled at as bleody-
minded savages, and Lhe cry of
extermination 1is raised against
them. It is a burning disgrace to
the country that it should be amen-
able to such bitter reproaches as
the Chief Spotted Tail gave utter-
ance te the other day, but unfortu-
nately the disgrace does not seem to
be felt,and the old bad course is like-
ly tojbe persisited in to Lthe end.Spot-
ted Tnil made a very natural and
sensible demand when he urged
that the Government should deal
less in words and more in deeds,
and when he suggested that it
should give some substantial ear-
nestoness of its intended liberality.
Heretofore it has been lavish of
promises in the council tent, but
when treaties have been once
signed it has usually become forget-
ful,and has allowed rascally indian
agents to plunder themselves rich
out of the stores provided for the
Indians, while the latter have been
put ofl’ with any refuse that came
to hand. As a matter of course

too.this dishenest policy has pruve&‘
an extravagant one. It has result-
ed in Indian wars which have cost
the country scores of millions of
dollars. It has rendered abortive
all efforls at civilizing the native
tribes, It has retarded setllement,
rendered life aud property precari-
ous on the frontier, hrought the In-
dian into econtsct with the worst

and most demoralizing vices of the

white men, and in all ways contrily-
uted to complicate and entangle
the problem, and render its ulti-

mafe solution more difficult. Con-

sidering that during all this time
we have had the advantage of a very

diflerent experiment, as pursued

by our Canadian neighbors, and

have been enabled to perceive with

what ease aund suceess Indians can

be controlled through good faith

and loyalty, it is surprizing that at

this late day we are in search of an

Indian poliey, and still as re-

luctant as  ever to adopt that
which time has so well ap-

proved. We fear that even now
the last of the trouble with the Iled
(loud bands has not been seen,and

Lhat it will prove an arduous under-
taking to remove them to the In-
dian Territory. That they will not
willingly exchange good lands for
bad may be regarded as certain, and

if an attempt is made to coerce
them they will take the war path.

All this present and prospective
trouble could have Liven prevented

by infusing a little honesty and

good faith into the govermment

programme some years agn, but it

may bs doubted whelher it is not

now too late to undertake refopms
of that nature, and it is still more
questionable whether the govern-

ment entertains any real desire to
amend or remodel our Indian re-

lations.—Sacremento Record-{ni-

—The Criticisms Thereon.

that tha decision of the Suprewe
Court of the United States did not
refer Lo o federal election the Gov-
ernment wants it emphatically uu-
derstood, and also that it is acting
precisely within the letter and
spirit ¢f the law when it employs
troops to preserve the peace and
prevent the intimidation of voters.
The Atlorney General, ordinarily a
calm and conservative lawyer, has
had his energy and resolution ar-
oused to the highest pitch’on this,
and while discussing this subject of
late he developed a force and de-
termination somewhat of the Bis.
marck order.

Just before Lie left Washington
the wlhivle subject of political af-
fairs in the. South was before him.
He saya that he Is ¢oming to the
conclusion reluctantly that a very
baid state of things exists in many
parts of the south, especially in
South Carolina, Mississippi anl
Louisizna. He desires to have a
correclion made in the Herald's
views as taken in what he regarded
otherwise as a very able editorial
on the 15th of August last en the
employment of troops in the south.
The following are his expressions
as dictated by him on this point to
your coriespondent half an hour
before he left to take part in the
Ohio eampaign—

“I'he #eoralil has, as [ think,
mizapprebended the desision of the
United States Supreme Court by
supposing that iv applied to the
fedjeral elections, when it only ap-
plied to the State elections. The
caze which was decided related toa
Rtate election, and the law, as ap-
plied to a State election, could only
be valid on the ground of its exe-
cuting the Iifteenth amendment,
which provides that there shall be
no digserimination against citizens
on the ground of color or previous
condition of servitude. The provi-
sion of this sta‘ute, although in-
tended to provide for the carrying
out of that amendment, was so

broatl in ils terms as to cover citi-
zens f 2!l colors and conditions,
and the Court held, that such an

enaclment was not ‘appropriate
legislation® to ¢arry out the Fif-
teenth amendment, It was, there-
fore, ineflective in Jurnishing any

remedy  for wrongs done at
a Btate clection, but the Court
expressly stated that his rul-

ing had no bearing upon the feder-
al elections. The instructions of
the marshals are founded upon the
express provisions of the statules
applicabls to the federal elections,
sections 2,004, 2,021, 2,024 inclusive,;
5,008, 5,007, 5,622, The attention of
thie maarshal and his deputies is also
called up, the other sections of
title 21 of the Revised Statutes, be-
ginning on page 353, and to chapter
7 of title 70, beginning on page
1,073. They are not therefore in
contlict with the judgment of the
Supreme Court.  The instructions
to the marshalssimply embody the
provisions of the law, ba far as the
posse comitafus i3 concérned it
gives the common law powers and
those of the statutes. This is fully
covered in the clause of the opin-
ions of ex-Attorney General Polk
(Cushing, page 173), reiterating n
decision of Lord Mansfield in 21
Parl. Hist., pages 672, 665, 655, The
powers of a sherifl or a marshal to
call out the posse comifatus are well
settled, and they are as broad as the
languare of the instructions to the
marshals makes it."

The Altorney Geueral has been
somewhat annoyed by the unjust
attacks made upon him since he
issued his instructions; but he
takes everythingp  hilosophieally.
The foregoing he desires to be his
response and the explanation of
the whole matter., He means to
keep within the law, speaks kindly
of the south, but is determined to
enforce the provisions of the
statutes, aud exact from every
Marshal and Distriet Attorney un-
der him a full and fearlesa per-
formance of hiz duties. The law
shall be respected just as promptly
and obediently in every one of the
Southern States as it Is in every
other part of the I'nion, and every
agency needed to enforee It will be
applied judiciously and unrelent-
ingly. A test case is understood to
be attempted on the Attorney Gen-
eral’s instructions at the first oppor-
tunity.—New York Herald.
