lum, were elected.

During the meeling the conven-
tion was addressed by LElder G. L.
Farrell, Bishop W. . Preston. and
sSupt. M. Thateher, all of whom
gave excellent advice and instrue-
tion concerning the governing and
controling of the ehibdren of the
Saints, that good and boly juin
ciples might be implanted instead
of evil and bad ones. The meeting
was a spirited and interesting one,
and all present felt derermined to
renew their vigor to help educate
and instruct the children of the
Szipnte, Good seeds were sown and
seattercd broadeast thiouszhout the
valley, and will e by thie many
supetintendents and teachers that
were present. They will grow aad
mwature in the hearts of the young,
and good fiuiv willi be the result of
the Inbors of the K!ders aud sistors
met in convention this day.
