The extremely low stage of water In
City Creek renders it npecessary that
special attention be glyen at this sea-
gon to the fellowing provisions of the
ordinance in relation to watérworks:

Skc. 11, If any water taker shall
waste water, or allow 1t to be wasted
by negligence, such as imperfect stops,
or vaives, or ]eaky joints or pipes, or
allowing tanks to leak or to overflow,
or wastefully ran it through basins or
other apparatus, or use the water for
purposes other than those f{or which
they have paid, or in violatian of the
rules and regulations for controliing
Lthe water supply, and ithe provisions
ot this ordinance, he shail be'liable to
a fine of not to exceed twenty-five dol-
lars for cach offense, and lhe water
may be cyt off from such water taker,
and all pay¥menss forfeited,unless such
persons shall promptly pay sach addi-
tional charges as may be imposed by
the superintendent. .

SEC. 16, Sprinklers for lawns, gar-
dens, yards and sidewalks must be
used only for t he puarpose paid for;
and no sprinkler ahaﬁ be used for
sprivkling the street or sidewalk
unless such privilege I8, pal
for accerdingly. Sprinklers for lawns,
sidewalks, streets, windows and
fronts must be used only belween the
bours of 6 mi. and 8 a. m. during the
months of suly and August.  No noz- |
zle for sprinkling shall be larger than
one-fourth of aninch in diamgter, and
no sprinkling shall be allowed except
in connection with other water seryice.

The efficiency of the watef service
demands that these provisions shall be
rigidly eaforced. Take notice and
govern yourselves accordingly.
