many cases practically amount to
compulsion, plus using their influ-
ence and power to Insure the crim-
inal disobedience bf many citizens,,
and habituating in them a con-
tempt for the authority of the State
when its laws are not in harmony
with a supposed, self-interes- t, and
hence contributing, In a higher de-

gree, to Weaken the respect to law
In general. i Many, other acts of
contempt , on the part of the rail-
road corporations are cited by his
Excellency, who Anally insists that
the law must and shall be obeyed. ;

Judge E. B Hoar, of Mass., has
written an opinion, at the instance
of the Wisconsin Central Bailroad
