PRUSSIA
Antl-Rellelou- s Lealslatlon.

-- BrtfLiN, 1. Dr. Falk, minister of
public construction, introduced a
bill in the lewer house of the Diet
to-da- y, providloK for the suppres
sion of religious orders in Prussia;
the bill provides that all religiousoniers shall be excludeu rrom Prus-
sia. Existing establishments are
forbidden to receive new members,
and their present organization
must be discontinued within six
month after the passage of this bill.
Partial exception is made in favor
of religious bodies engaged in the
work of education, which may pro-
long their existence for years. Those
whose object ia the care of the sick
may continue their organization,
but are liable to dissolution at any
moment. Associations thus con-
tinuing are to be subject to
supervision by government officials.
The property of convents la not to
be confiscated, but will he tempo-
rarily administered by the State.

The British Mission. The follow-

ing are from the M.Uennial Star
"BniWB, Switzerland, March 29.
I am jusc returned from a trip

through the Mission. I received
your very kind letter and order to
emigrate sister Dietrich. I have

Islted nearly ail the urancnes in
the Mission siuce I wrote to you
last. I found the Saints well as a
general thing, enjoying the spirit
of the Gospel. lUder Theurer ac-

companied me through the Kast
Swiss conference. we held two

all of which were well attended by
the Bain La. ana at most places we
had a goodly number of strangers
present. We also held meetings
in several new lot ari ties, which
were well attended, particularly at
Langnao, near Li&ke Zurich. At
this latter place a large room was
furnished us, which was complete
ly nilea; ana a gooa many, we are
told, had to go away, as there was
no more room. The entire congre-
gation except three were strangers.
The Parson of the town was also
among the listeners. The greatest
attention and order was observed
during the meeting, and being blest
with a goodly portion of the ttplrit
of God, we spoke with freedom for
over an hour ana a half. The
Congregation did the singing for us
and we had altogether an excellent
time. Our Intention to hold meet
ing at this place had been publish
ed two days before in a newspaper.
which no doubt was the means of
drawing so many, people together.

"In tbe west part of the Mission
we have also good prospects for the
nature; we nave been aaked to hold
meetings in several places, and an
interest seems to be awakeninr In
different localities to inquire after
the truth. At Mircbel by Gross-boechstett- en

(the place I made
mention of In a former letter), we
have now a branch ef ten mem
here, all feeling alive In tbe GospeL

Ve have baptized thirty-fiv- e

persons aunng me past thr
months, svnd our prayers are thatum Xjora may continue to blera ourlabors who are endeavoring to bringsal ration to the honest In heart.
Elder Zandel has been visiting the
Saints In Chaux deFonds, Bt.Imier
and Hcherll; he enjoys pretty good
health, and will start for Zurich In
a day or two, and after two or three
wees a ne inienas to go to uermany
again ana laoor among nis rela-
tives. Elder Walser is still labor
lug In the Office here and paying
occasional vUits to the western
Branches.

"Elder Eyring has commenced
translating the Book of Doctrine
and Covenants since his arrival
from Germany. The particularsabout his labors, etc, at the latter
place, I believe be has communi-
cated to you Some of the revela-
tions hava been translated by El
ders aiaesar ana ocnoenreia, and
were published in the &tern, which
we find is quite a help. If it meets
your mind Elder Eyring will con
tinue in tne wort, unui the entire
book Is translated, so as to have It
readr for printing, whenever yon
think it wisdom to do so. . We are
also engaged in publishing a new
edition of the hymn book, as it is
very mach needed everywhere .

We have not got a great many
names vet on oar emigration list,
ailll I think we will get a nice little
enisTitlon ajTun. A good many
are itraiuinir every nerve to ooiain
means enough from their laber to
enable them to gather home to
Zlooi i there are however a at

manyi others that, on account of
their poverty and circumstances.
have to look to Zlon for deliver--
ance, laid these Utter ones form by
fiur th greater part or this Mission.
