After wo had
gone half nmllewa were overtaken
by the ono who waa on lead when we
first met thorn, and who now had tho
gun, which Waa full cocked. Aa be
rodo up wo noticed thaUhe gun was
pointing towards ur. He asked ua a
low questions about somu men whom
he said that ho had got tcreratcd from.
Jlylbla time the other young man
camo lu sight, and when ho camo up
he also askud ua a question or two, nnd
then turned around nnd started off, at
thusamotlmotring to periuado hla
toniaulon to accompany him. Hut
the latter did not hied litre; bu
remained talking to ua about fllteeu
minutes. He asked us the time, aud
llrother Harper, suspecting soniethlur,
I..IJ to me, "You've got tlio correct
time."
