ATHEISM AND MODEBN
"CHRISTIANS.

This Is said to b a Christian nation,
and nearly all concede that the lound--
ers of aur gOTernment were Christian
men, bat It is painfully apparent that
err litue oi we element irom wnice

real Christiana are made, is manifest
to-d- aT among leading men in America

It has Decome laenionaDie to be lr- -
relltrions : and to have prononnced
lueas in laror oi any religious cuue. in.
to a larjre extent, reRaraea as ianatlcal
and unworthy oi eoucatea weopie.
Atheism is making gigantic inroads
upon religious sentiment everywhere
The dark fiend infidldehtj assum
ing the lascraaung xorm oi tne "goo
ef reason," like Satan appearlog as an
angel oi light, ia daily anJ hourly seek-
ing to allure the children of men. lie
commenced by insidiously sowing, the
eeas ui univerrai uuoent i tu iiuij"Writ. This was largely accomplished

by garbling the Scriptures, and ng

lor Biblical doctrine, home
of the ' most inconsistent of the
sectarian theories, for instance, such
as the oft-repea- ted assertion "that thr
earth was made" "oat of nothing,
instead of from the elements which
always existed. , Much capital was
coined from the inference that the
creation only laated six of onr aays,
instead of six periods, which, ac
cording to Biblical language, were each
a thousand years In duration, that be-

ing the length of a "day with 4he
Lord."

The atheistic reasoner toek the
meanest advantage of sectarian mis
conceptions in regard to the state
ments of Scripture. And the unin
formed or superficial . debater was
at once silenced . by these mis
leading statements, coupled with the
assertion of some scientific theory that
sDDeared to conflict with the ''doc
trine" cited. This slandering of the
Scriptures was carried on until many
of the more ignorant people were ac- -
tnailr imbued with a distrust of the
inspired writings. And although many
excellent works have been published,
to show the Inconsistency ot such false
premises, once the confidence of pec
dIo was shaken in tne scriptures, it
was difficult to get a patient consid
eratlon . of their divinity. Ana
many now exrope in. aarxness
on these points, through their unwil-
lingness to consider an intelligent pre
sentation of the facts, or of arguments
to sustain them. Sometimes, nowever
the atheist meets bis match, and an
opponent rises who contends against
such dishonest advantages. Instead
of allowing manufactured theories u
iia net like skittles, which the wiiv rea
soner is ready to knock down with his
scientific sbotav the solid student ot
Scripture insists on holding him to the
-- law ana to tne testimony."' But the atheist is not easily de
feated : when he fails in argument, he
riPRTpnil to ridicule. When his J oiib
istrv falls short, he supplements it
wtttt sneers.. Then, he grows angry
He nrofanes the name of God and
slanders Ills servants. Prophets of
Dast aue are held up by him to the de
rision of the scoffer of moiiera times
And he disputes the declarations of
the departed Saints, because they are
dead, and don't answer from their
graves In his unjust presence to sub
stantlate their testimony.

Now the various ministers who as
ahenherds of their respective flocks
preside over their pastoral fields in
Utah and elsewhere. will doubtless en
dorse to some . extent at least the
views above expressed and the truth
of t.hA niptnre drawn aa against th'
atheist will be acknowledged. 'But will
tne same learned gentlemen look aMM
upon the one now about to be pre
sented?

About sixty yearg ago. a yeung man
announced to the religious world in all
soberness, that he had been visited by
an angel, who bad delivered to him
certain plates to be translated
by the power; of God. This
was' the sacred record ot an an-
cient people who have lived on this
continent, and whose descendants lin
gertng under a curse, are now roaming
as Indians upon this land. The voice
of unbelief was at once raised Id de
nunciation of .the inspired record, so
presented . to the . world. Misrepresentatioas : of. its contents, disputations as to Its aataorsbip. and denial
of its divine revelation poisoned the
public mind everywhere, uaruled
statements concerning Its discovery
and production - In print, were freely
published by press and pulpit,' and
feeliugs not only of distrust in the rec
ord itself, bat of animosity against be-
lievers la its divinity were incited'
among the people while its translator
was assassinated xor his propnetic at
teranees.

With tongues dipped in the very gall
of bitterness, the clergy who bad so
ufiltrstly suffered at the hands of the
atheists, turned the force of their
solemn maledictions upon the be
flevers of the Book of Mormon. Infi
dels had maligned and derided past
proanets Because tney were aeaa ana
did not arise and set the seal of per
sonal testimony upon their Inspired
writings. But it was left for
"Christians" to revile the Prophets
of our own day, because : they
were alive, and had the temerity to
declare that they too were called ot
God and could and did testify of II Im,
as living witnesses.

. Malignity, vindlctirenesfl, , derision
sneers-thes- e have all played their
narts in the great drama of opposition
to the divine things, bestowed for
man's redemption fn our 'day. And
"Christians have positively yled with
atheists in the work of stirring up
snch antagonism as would, ll possible
ensure the rejection of the sacred
truths revealed. In short, athe
Ism commenced:' the work of
fighting - Inspired writings and
Christians" are trying to complete It.

Even now the, religions elements in
Utah, "melt with i fervent beat," in
their zeal to unroot and destroy the
Church founded by - the 'modern
prophet. Their priestly, ardor was
never more aroused against any athe
Istte "son ot Belial," than it is against
these believers In both ancient and
modern reveiaxron. (And the wicked
ness and malice of opponents of the
scripntores. never i reached . a ; lower
depth of ' trickery and meanness than
nave rreligious" muuets, m meir ei--
fortstd dentroy the reputation am! in-
fluence of a people who conwlentious- -
ly receive aa divine tne . revelations
through the latter-da- y Prophet.
