ttiat free trade meant tbe surrender of
our markets to all tbe world, althoughwithout tbe possibility of reciproca-tion from any source, the destruction
of our manufactories, tbe slat
of our markets, tbe withdrawal of
our gold to pay foreign balances and
anivereal bankruptcy throughout tbe
eouBtry ; that the union of the sixteen
Hontbern States called the solid south
(163 votes) with the agents of foreign
oond holders and foreign manufactur-
ers located in tbe city of Mew York,
controlling, by the lavish use of money,
New York, Brooklyn, and adjacent
places, for the purpose of overwhelm-
ing tbe voters in the states of New
York, New Jersey and Connecticut,
and adding 51 votes to tbe solid south,is unnatural and unpatriotic, and in
tbe interest of England and againstthat ef the United States. There is no
excuse.'wbich the cotton planters of the
south can can fairly urge for opposing
protection to home manufacturers and
tdvocating free trade with England.
On the contrary, the infant manufact-
urers depend on the policy of protec-
tion, and no person can be benefited by
tree trade except foreigners and agentsof foreigners doing business in tbe
United States.
