F EXPENGES.

Issues Orders that Will Reduce
Them in Government Print-
ing Office.

CONCISE ANNUAL REPORTS.

A Cost-Keeplug System to be Tostalled
' And Expert Assitants Are to be
Employed for That Purpose,

Washington, Jun. 21-To do away
with unnecessary printing originating
i the departments, and to improve the
Worm of the annual reports and other
department documents, the president
has {ssued the following Instructions
applicable to all the executive depiarts
ments:

“There shall be appointed by the head
of each of the execulive departments
an advigory committee on the gubject
of printing and publication, The chalr-
l.';l‘nn ghall be an assistant secretary, o¢
other qualified officlal, and ar least one
member of the committee shall have
had practical experience in editing and
printing. ]

“It shall be the duty of such commit-
tee, under tlrection of the head of the
department to that Unnecessary
atter 8hall be excluded from sich re-

ris and bulleting; that copy I8 care-
R’uy edited before and not alter going
to the printing office, 1o do away with
the publication of unnecessary tables,
and to yeguire that gtatistical matter
be publighed in condensed and intelli-
gible form; to supervise the prepazation
of blank formes; to prepare the frequent
pevision of majling lists] to prevent du-
plication of printing by different bu-
reaus; to exclude unnecessary fllustro-
tions from department documents, and
to prevent the printing of the maximum
edition allewed by law when a smalley
edition will guffice; to recommend to the
head of the department, ror Inclusion
fn the recommendations contadned in
his annual reportg, needed changes M
the statutes governing departimental
publications.”

The president has directed that the
following general principles shall heres
aftey govern the form of annual reports
of the varfous buwreaus and offices of
the departments:

“Annual reportg shall be conlined to
concise accountg of work done and ex-
penditures incurred during the period
covered, with recommendations relating
to the future, including plans for work
to be undertaken

“Contributionsg to knowledge in
form of sclentific treatises shall
Pbe Included in annual reports,

“Tlustrations 0 annual reports shatll
be excluded, except: (u) reports and dis
agrams indigpensable to the under-
ptanding to the text; (b) views of mon-
uments or Important structures begun
or arected; (¢) views showing condi-
gtlons In outllylng postessions of the
United States and rejating to work dong
or recommendations made,

“Inserted materinl, written or com
plled by persons not connected with the
reporting office and biographieal and
eulogixtic mutter velating to the past or
pregent personnel of the office, shall be
excluded.

“Reporte of officers who do not report
directly to the head of an executive de-
partment ghall not be printed in the an-
nual report of a department, but where
necessury shall be summarized in the
reports of the officinls to s hom such of-
feers do report,

“Tables shall be Inserted ounly when
verbal summaries and statements of to.
tale are fnadequate and complete texts
of law and court decisfons, shull, except
In case of great Importance, be exclud.-
ed.

“Petalled deseriptions and  lists  of
methods, processes, purchases, bids,
gectlon-, fnstallations, repairs, specificit-

fong and personnel employoed shall ba
omitted, except when required by thelp
unusual importance or by statute”

The president algo announced that he
will appoint a general commission on
bookmuking advisory to all the depart-
ments, to consist of the Hbrarian of
Congress, ag chalrman; the public print-
er, a representutive of the department
doing the largest umount of printing,
and two printers not in the public ger-
vice, of large experience In making up
books, who are to serve without com-
pensation other than thelr traveling
expenses. Thig commitlee I8 to be
pointed to promote the economy, utility
appropriateness, beauty, durabjlity and
#0 far as practicable, the uniformity of
the government publications, This com
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mittee 18 not to eal seith the contents
of publications, but solely with theh
forms, size, style, paper, type, makeup

and binding,
