We mentioned yesterday the fact of

a water snake having been found in
water drawn from the city main?. Our
reportoriaj curiosity was considerably
sharpened by the. incident; we were
set busily cogitating, as to the nature
and habits of the curiaus little crea-
ture, and also as to the result of acci-
dentally swallowicg his snakeship in a
draught of City Creek water. So,
meeting one ot our local students of
science, we piled our questions and
gained the following interesting items:
The so-call- ed hair snake is nosnako at
all, It is more appropriately called tbe
hair xoortH, Out Its professional title is
gordiut aquations.
