Any two magistrates can bind over
persons whom they have reason to
suspect of even the intention to par-ticina- te

in Unlawful nroceedines in
assembly, or in case of refusal to be
oound over, they can commit them
to goaL They can bind over persons
rhom. .they believe can give evi-en- ce

relative to such proceedings.
and if they refuse to be bound over
or to give evidence, they can com
mit them to goal.Mr. Shaw Lefevre, member for
