At
huel a time they may have ret wiled,
and Mich circumstance must be
made a pretext for calling forth ac-
tion on the part Of Congress to-da-y.

Hut I sav, look over the Territory
of L'tali to-da- y arid see where is the
rebellion which js talked of here,
where is the defiance of law? Can-
vass and ht-a- the organic act or
ganizing the Territory, ana oy
whicn the people mre aiioweu iu
make laws for themselves. .Look
orer those laws and compare them
with the laws of any other Territory
of the United States, ana men see
where thev fall short, rsot one
word is brought forward here, be-

yond general assertion that things
ar All wroncr there, for the found
ation of this action on the part of
fVmcress.

The gentleman says that while
the United States appoints its mar
shals, the Territbry. in defiance of
law, appoints its marshals. Why
Is this? The office of United States
marshal is as distinct from the
ofllce of territorial marshal as is day
from night. Their offices run in
different directions. One is charged
with the execution of the writ,
processes, etc., emanating from the
United States courts and in United
States cases. I have the record of a
case here where the judges who
were sent out to Utah attempted to
set aside the territorial marshal.
That Territory; saw fit under its
laws to appoint a marshal; for
what? for the disposition of mat-
ters arising under their laws and in
bp way in conflict with the laws of
the United states.

Now, that they have a right to
do. If that is; denied them, then
one of the first principles or a re
publican system .of government is
gone and wiped out. When a peo
ple in a Territory cannot be ac
corded the richt to enact their own
laws, those tliat relate to them-- i

selves, as lone as they do not
conflict with the Constitution of
the United States, and if they
cannot select their own offi
cers to execute those laws, then
I say you are: striking down the
very first principles of American
liberty. You"are taxing men with
out representation, you are de
manding obedience to laws which
they have no voice in making, and
you foist upon them omcers to exe
cute the laws under no responsibil-
ity to the people governed. It la a
proposition unheard of in the his
tory of Ameiican law making or
iurisnrudence.

I &ny then that the charge
brought here was that they elected
a territorial marshal in defiance of
the laws of the United States,which
provided a United States marshal.
Judge McKean ol the supreme
court of that Territory, took that
position; a position never taken
before in any other Territory "of the
United States. That : case was
brought to the Supreme Gourt of
the United States and how was it
terminated there? I have the re-co- rd

before me, but cannot take
time to read it. Here is the infor
mation filed by tho United States
orllcer and the answer of the ter
ritorial marshal.where he distinctly
says that he disclaims-- any right to
interfere m the control or unitea
States affairs; that he is elected
under the organic act relating to
the afiairs of Utah, is elected by the

legislature oi uian, anu in pur-
suance of that election he acted in
the discharge of his duties as such
in serving writs and processes
which emanated from the court
as far as they related to territorial
matters; for instance, the crime
of larceny, murder, or any offense
which is made such by the laws of
the Territory or Utah, in those
cases, where the processes went forth
through the tenitorial marshal, he
executed the writs and processes
as he had a right to dof and ashe
should do, they involving n infrac
tion or any law or the united
States. But that, I say, is made an
offense. When I asked from the
gentleman from Vermont. $lrv
rolanOJ. the privilege of interrupt-
ing! him 'that'I 'might inquire
whether or. not the United States
had not sustained that position,'!
was denied that courtesy. . This bill
must be pushed down our throats,
as 5 though this House Were a lot
of willing subjects only, too ready
and anxious to go to any length
that gentlemen may dictate. This
measure is to be put through under
the whip and spur of the previous
question. But au hour one poor
hour is given to the, discussion of
matters involving the rights of ene
hundred and, thirty ,flve thousand
people, whose pnly fault is that theyentertain religious convictions dif-
fering from these entertained i by
gentlemen here. I tell you, sir, it
will not do for this Congress to as-
sume a moot, regard for - particularlaws while VunmindAil of others.
Let every man turn his shrht in- -
wtard; let him stand before the for
um of his own conscience: let him
ask! himself whether he has any re-

jig Ions convictions at all. Men who
have none at all are perhaps too aptto be intolerant; toward those who
have. I say that while I deplorethe' system prevailing in Utah,while I am not itt sympathy with
and hope that in tthr progress of
civilization it will be wiped out, I
hope7 the.American . Congress will
not act ka&ulrr iathls rarard.

As I wish to be sparing of the
time ofthe gentleman from Utah,

am satisfied this House would con
cur with me. I am satisfied that
this House would not .upon, delibe-
ration enact the 'seeming anomaly
of having one set of people make
laws-fwnu- e omcere appointed
another and distinct authority, are
to execute inose jaws. . way, sir,
by thismodejof proceedingyou strike
down the very law-maki- ng power
itself. If thO$ people canned hate
their own maranala and their own
prosecuting . attorneys to proceed
against offenses' arising--' tinder their
own laws they will make no laws.
They will wipe out their, law en-
tirely if they cannot nave a . voice
in executing themw F.xamine all
the : laws that have been 'passed
since the organization of this gov-
ernment, and where will yon find
that any like this has "been enact-
ed? '. ; :r.W Ss$ia,Mr Eumkbdfc.

the system of polygamy. if it is to
be aseailed at all, is to be assailed
under the laws of the United States.
Congress should not, ana X say can-
not in consistency with the prin-
ciples underlying our, institutions,
enact laws that will thrust upon
that people a set of government
officials responsible to no one ex-

cept the government here at Wash-

ington.I nay that this people does not
deserve such treatment. . Aside
from the question of their religion
they are entitled to the same rights,
Immunities and privileges which
would be claimed in4ehalf of any
other people. They have shown
themselves law-abidi- ng and indus-
trious. You may look over all the
States and Territories of this Union
and nowhere will you find the rate
of taxation lighter than in that
Territory. In this respect the- - peo-
ple of that Territory nave made a
record which ought to be the envy
of tho general government and of
every . State government. I say
that people who have behaved .in
this manner should not bring down
upon their beads the enactment of
laws which must simply operate to
enrieu - United - States officials and
turn the people over bound hand
and foot to the tender mercies of
officers whom they have no voice
in choosing.

While 1 would not antagonizethe bill in gross, I hope that as pre-
sented here and sought to be forced
through it will be voted down, and
that the opportunity may be givento correct and modify it in those
essential particulars which X know
this House, upon calm considera-
tion, would not approve. As a Con-
gress we cannot afford to act uponthe principle which I intimated at
the outset appeared to be influenc-
ing many members here. I fear that
principle operates too largely. I
nave never Known a case in which
the law for the government of a
great people who are askiug to be-
come a State of this Union has
been Passed in such haste, and with
so little apparent necessity. Con-gretHon- a'.
