The people 'of Southwestern Pen-nyslvan- la

were startled on the 20th of
September, by the occurrence of a
very unusual ptienomenoni an Im-

mense aerolite had decended upon
them. At first the Impression prevail-ed that the district had been visited byan earthquake or that a terrible ex-
plosion of natural gas had taken place,while others decided that a pretty largeset ot boilejs bad burst, or that a
gigautlc blast bad thrown down a large
mas3 of rock from some neighboring
quarrv. Load detonations were heard
throughout that entire section, the ex-

plosions apparently following a straightline across the country, and causingnot a little consternation among the
people.The m?teor seems to hare passedfrom the northeast to the .southwest,and the noise of its passage, which was
variously described as resembling the
rattling of heavy artillery over a solid
roadbed or as a mighty peal of thun-
der, was heard over a la rite area of
country in the neighborhood of Pitts --

burirand to the south. X number of
witnesses describe it as an immensemass of tire, fully as large as the lam-
est barns and Pennsylvania barns, it
will be remembered,' are noted for
their sUe. A powerful flame of deep
red color, which tapered off into a
darker tail, seemed attached to the
mass. This, however, is stated tohvo disappeared as the meteor came
nearer, and the color of the mass
changed to a bluish white, which was
maintained as loru as It remained iu
sight.

A mail carrier on horseback and a
farmer who was plowing at the time
both describe their animals as being so
terrified that they remained perfectlymotionless, and could not be per-suaded to stir for several minutes after
tin- - fiery visitor had disappeared. It
finally struck the earth on the farm of
Mr. Uuckland, in Jefferson Township.

A still more noted one is the Tucson
meteorite, from Sonora, Mexico, which
is now at the Mqutuanian Institute. It
is riug-siiape- d, and P.) inches in Its
greatest diameter. The most re
markable masses of which we have any
knowledge have been found in South
Amenca. One discovered in the dis
trict of C liaco-tiiialam- was estl
mated to weigh Hi tons, and another
found near liatna, Brazil, to contain 2w

cubic feet, and to weigh 7 toui. ; These
weights and volumes would, however.
be quite dwarfed by a comparisonwith those reported for the Pennsyl-vania meteorite. But there is orobahlv
still a little romance attached to these
accounts, and the true dimensions will
not be reached until later.

i3 too small. Yet very little damasre is
done oy the tan or these ' air stones,"
for tho most of them lull upon unoc
enpied ground or into the sea. Relic
hunters are reported to be already at
work aud carry Ine off the meteorite hv
piecemeal. This seems to Indicate
either that tuu mass was vury much
snatiereu ny its ianfcor that it has a
large predorpinence of stony matter,
which would enable fragments to be
broken off; for the most accomplished
vandal would find difficulty in securing
a souvenir from a piece of meteoric
iron.
