And his wife wants them
done right up. The door sag, or a
window sticks, or the screws work
out of the curtain fixtures, or the
casters break ea the dinnlncr-roo- m

table,or the cellar stairs eet broken.
or somebody tips back in a rocking-cha- ir

and sprits the concern into
two chairs, er some other breakage
or damage occurs.

The hasband and father is busy
reading about the last murder, or
smoking; a cigar not paid for, and
he cannot attend to it. And the
woman gets her indgnation up.and
aaye: "Well, lean do It myself."
And generally adds something to
tne enect that men are not worth
their salt, and Bhe wletaea she'd
never become fool enough to tie
herself to one.

Then she prepares to do the lob
nerseir. -

It la a curtain fixture to be putun
this time. Curtain fixtures, you
nave probably noticed, never come
ina ngat length rer any window
that was ever constructed.

Bhe has put the screw-driv- er and
gimlet away, woman like.- - A man
now would have left them rightthere on the floor till he wanted
them arln, so's to have them
handr. There is a great difference
in the way a man does things com-
pared with a woman's way. -

Ehe brings them back, and gets
oat the screws, and starts them
right, and then the handle of the
screw-driv-er cornea off. It always
does when a woman is using it.8he
