Joyous and the republicans
were obliged to put up with a great
deal of badgering with
smiling countenances. A tasteful
pyramid of flowers adorned the
speakers desk.

At noon Speaker Heed entered
the hall and the rap of the gavel
instantly restored order. After
prayer by the chaplain the clerk
proceeded to call the roll by States.
The call disclosed the presence of
227 members, and the clerk was
directed to Inform the Senate that a
quorum of the House appeared and
the body was ready to proceed to
business.

Glasgow, Dec. 1. Think cf
building In Glasgow shipyard a
steamer which must be taken to
pieces again before 8000 Africans
can carry her over 500 miles of wild
African country, and float her on
thi Inland sea of Victoria Kyanza.
A correspondent saw this Vessel on
the stocks yesterday and obtained a
rough sketch of her. She is the first
of tne British fleet which Mtssrs.
A. and J. Inglis have contracted to
build for the British East Africa
Company's service. This necessity
for building ihe vt aseltosj to allow of
taking her to pieces again for over-
land lorteage makes her progress
veryslowt After the Is launched
and fitted all tte work which Is
now bandied with so much care
mut be undone.

Before this ship reaches her des-
tination she must be carried through
miles and miles of African forests
and Jungle, betwecu the coast and
the big take. It Is estimated that
5000 dark es will be required for this
work, with at least 2000 more as a
relay staff to replace the tick, runa-
ways and unmanageable. The new
vessel is commissioned by the Im-
perial British Eitt African Com
pany, of which Sir William Mac-
Kinnon is president. This com-
pany v, III float its own flag, issue its
own polagestamps and coin its own
currency.

Tho engine
will drive her at a speed of ten
knots. Her length over all Is SO

feet, with 18 feet beam. Tarred
canvas sails will be sent with the
steamer.

Kenney and the general storekeeper
at the navy yard to issue to these
two Brazilian vessels such heavy
clothing, including overcoats, as
they might need. Pay Director
Kenney seat over a quantity of
clothing to the sbls on Saturday,
and many men for the first timsi in
their lives put on
and woolen soc's.

Little Wound baa made another
effort to persuade his braves to fore-
go hostilities and he barely escaped
from them with bis life. The scouts
are returning conttantly and report
increased preparations for war.

OFF FOR THE HAS LAKD6.

Washikotoi, Dec 1. The re-

ports received by the war depart-
ment from the locality of the threat-
ened Indian troubles are much less
favorable than fof several days risL
They Indicate that between one
and two thousand of the Indians
who refuted to come into Rosebud
agtuiy iu response to the agent's
orders have started westward to-

wards what is known as the Bad
Lands. In their stampede they
have committed depredations on
the cabins and stock of friendly
Indians, who went Into the agency.
General Brooke telegraphs the In-

formation as not from his own
scouts. He expects further Informa-
tion.
