last of the month Comparatively few
ol Ihe government clerksI save money
and only the lowest try lo make rosy
money out of that which they do save

aldington Is a greatt place lor people
to go Into debt and there IIt a mall
class ol tits government clerk who are
In the habit of burrowing money al 10
per cent a month There see about Ihe
Capitol and the dlllerent departments
brokers who lend money at tills rate
and turn up about pay day in order
to coldsr the clerk who owe them
They know their money IIs good end
thy lose hut little Instances have been
known of clerks who have paid f 10 a
month for ten yean fur the use of f tau
and the majority of those w ho borrow at
this rateI do not appreciate how much
Interest they are aylng It used to be
that tuch broker when they could not
get theI money on lima would nuke
complains to the chiefs of the depart-
ments and through them would collset
their bills huts hes boon abolllted of
late years and no note slaver Iii now
any control over the salaries of the
clerks llroker of this kindI were In
tunes past connected with Congress
and know of i tutst sergeant iKirnu
who mad n fortune in this way lie
would lend money nt high rites to Coil

and deduct the aunt whenRrcstmcn to live then theme salaries
The employes of the Capitol and Con-
gressmen sometime anticipate their pay
in this way even now but It Is done very
quie ly and no one hoar of It
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
