6, The officers shall hold office for the
termn of one yeur, and until their successers
are 8lected and assume the duty of their
respéctive offices.

7. In case of any vacancy, occasioned “
desth, sickness, absence or otherwise,
Board shall have power to fill said vacan-
cles pubject to the action of tha first subse-
quent meeting of the Society.

CLEVELAND.—At bhalf past four, to-
day, two magazines contalpning 15,000
ds of nitro glyocerine, exploded at
airport, near Painesville, Ohio.

The shock of the ex-
losion was felt for miles. The loss to
the glyocerine company is not less than
twenty-five thonsand. Where the mag-
azines stood are now two ponds of water,
fifty fest acroas ; and uumt.,y-ﬂvo feet
deep. The pooplo of Fairport, are ex-:
cited as this is the second expioalon of
the kind within twe mont.ha. Several
buildings are s0 badly damaged that
families are obllpd to, vacate them.
