"Fegrific Concussion.

SAN Francisco, August 11.—The
Glant Powder Works, located at West
Berkely, six miles frofl this city acro: s
San Francisco Bay, explcded at 2

o'clock this afternoon. The force of
the explosion was such that the win-
dows along the battery front In this
city were smashed, and ~the bulldings
throughout the enﬂre beiness portion
of the city quivered to an extent that
it was beMeved the city had sustained
a heavy . carthquake shock. There
were

FOUR BHMOCKS,

the second and third being almost sim-
unltaneous and occurring shortly after
the first. The fourth shock was felt
about five minutes after the third. The
first shock was in the mtro-glycerine
or mixing bouse. The others were in
the magarines, resulting from the con-
cussion caused by the first. The first
reports from Lhe scene of the disaster
were to the effect tbat thirty Cbloa-
men had heen killed, but later reports
showed that only one Chinaman was
fatally and four white men and six
Chinamen were geriously injured. The
works were owned by ndmann,
Neilsen & Company, and a pumber
of serleus explosions have occuarred
prior to this one. 8Sixty Chinamen lost
their lives on & former occasion. The
sheck of the expiosion was felt in Ouk-
land and Alameda mostseverely. Win-
dows were rattled in the former place,
and a

prevailed in this city. The explosion
almost threw the workmen who were
employed on the whart, off thelr feet.
The flash of the first explosion was
seen through the haze by but a few,
but when the shock was felt, all in-
stinctively looked over towards
Berkelf shore, and when the second
explosion occurred the flash was seen
by hundreds. '
