iKxpcrts liave for some time been
cxrerimeuting and tstimatiug upoik
the comparative cost of running a
line of street cars by electricity aud
by horse lower. After careful in-

quiry and investigation they have
reported that taking a line of fifty
cars the average cost of operating
per day with horsea is $303.75,
against a cost when electricity is

a balance of Ji3I.i per day, or
nearly S3 n day on each car, in fa-

vor of electric traction; this means
(he saving Ina single jear of a large
ptoiurtion of the amount ncccssary
forequlipiug the cars with electric
appliances for propelling them.
