uu uct. ti, iss.5, ns was called to take
a mission to fcurope, there to preachthe Gospel of Christ. He- had been
promised, years before, that he would
be sent on such a mission and had re
alized the fulfilment of that promise
lie nad labored in tbe Swiss and Ger
man mission, the Saints in which were
not very numerous, ana tnose wno
were there scattered over the country
It was in those lands a gleaning time,
aud there was much hard wark lor
the Elders. Those Saints who were
faithful were gathering out as rapidly
as their circumstances would' permit.

When men desire to serve God, He
will find meaas to convey His message
to them, no matter what country they
live in, aud It was because of this that
the baiats were gathered Irom all na
tions they sougnt after the truth, and
the Lord opened the way for them to
ootain it. In tie Swiss and German
mission, during the past two yeare,
there had been much opposition
to the preaching of tne uosr
pel, and sometimes matters
seemed in a very critical condition
But all thiegs had been overruled for
the good of the Lord's people. While
the speaker had been president of the
mission he had endeavored to direct
the afiairs ot ths peovle in the right
way; and keep the Saints posted ou
what was eoing-

- on. He knew that
the condition in which the people had
been would result in blessings to the
bamts.

There
are great fears among the people of
the early outbreak of war. Extraordi
nary preparations are oemg nuae r
war with neighboring nations, yet each
government is trembling more because
of the secret societies that exist
among the people than because of
danger from witaoulr. The Prophet of
the Lord foretold this state of things,
and said that war would be poured
out upon all nations. Sazl a period
seemed to be near at hand, and if war
should come to Europe the result must
be terrible. ' The masses of the people
are getting poorer, and their condition
more hopeless irom year to year.
. The Saints are blessed iu being far

ramoved from such fearful things, and
have great reason to be tuaBkf ul to tbe
almighty. The condition that exists
among the world is proauctive of . a
feeling of fear that cannot be des
cribed. In some nations the honest in
heart were becoming few and far be
tween, in oiner tnere are sun a
great many who are upright and hon
orable men of the earth. But there
is not much inquiry regarding the
principles of the Gospel, and the
chastening hand of God must neces
sarily fall u pon them to turn them from
the ways of darkness.

Elder Schoenfeldt was happy at
again having the privilegd of meeting
with the Saints, and with- - his friends.
His desire to worship God aright was
intensified by the lexperience, he bad
passed through, 11: realized that the
Gospel was a pearl of great price. Ex
nortcd the Saints to follow its laws In
all circumstances, apd to never swerve
irom tae truths reveaiea Dy tne ai
mighty. If they werj faithful the
victory must bo with them, for the
truth was all powerful, and would
overcome all opposition. May the

HOW TO GET WATER.

A Scheme for Amply Supplying
this City.

June lGtb, 1888.

Editor Dcseret-New- .

I saw a short time ago, in the News,
an article in relation to a farther water
snppfy for Salt Lake City. I do not
remember the wording, except that
after making mention of several places
from which such supply could not be
go tho same being previously appro-
priated, the writer eceras to despair of
the ci!y beibg able to acquire it, except,
perhaps, by purchase, at a heavy ex-
pense from those who now own ir.

Several years ago the city appointeda committee to look after , .

and thev looked where the writer of
that article looked and they did not
find It either. But thev finally looked
where thev did find it. or rataer wnat
laid on top of the future-suppl- y. The
citv Bubsecinentlv went aBd got their
share oi it. roe oajance snai laj un
derneath is there yet, or some quite
lifep.it. and tnere is not tne least dan
ger of its sroinsr awav until tbe people I
el salt liaise county onng it, lor i
will pay no one else, otherwise doubt
less It would have been appropriated
long since. But when the time comes.
which is in tne near iutnre. it win oe
fcrnn.T'it. Manv neople seem to think!
that because they do not see a thing, j
or near ot it irom some one eise, it
does not exist: there was never a
greater mistake. Now whenjthe

iointly get ready to bring the future
everlasting supply for they must doit
Jointly, as the citizens of Salt Lake
will be entitled to only one-tix-th while
those outside owning. the other canals
will oe entitled to live-sixt- hs I nope
they will be so agreed as not to leave At
s many landmarks of their folly of
disagreement on the way as we did.
When people become so selfish as not
to be willing to Join with their brethren
or neighbors in a good enterprise, they
generally leave rrarks .ot their folly,

Now for the mode of cringing the
farther supply: Deepen the outlet el
Utah Lake to the depth needed, which
will not be very expensive, in fact it

VERY INEXPENSIVE

Considering the distance; put in a good
substantial headtrate to keep the water
in tne lake, when not wanted out. not
interferring wlta the rights of Utah
County people. Deepen and widen
the bait Lake and Jordan canal to tne in
Cottonwoods sufficiently to bring, in
connection with what lt 'DOw brings,
enouga water to supply the cotton?- -

wood people witn ail they need and as
much more as they want, and as much
or more from there to the city as the
present canals hold, after which ask
the Cottonwood people it they want
to bo kind ccosgii to let the peopleot Salt Lake take the waters of tbe
Cottonwoods to the city. Put patient,
ions sunering sort oi men on a com
mittee to do tee negotiating; then take
tne -

COTTONWOOD WATERS
on the highest practicable route to the
city, probably the first Church canal,
dug lor boating rocx, will oe niga
enouch. . The waters not needed to be
naed between it and the present one.
drop over into City Creek, above the
waterworks; not necessarily above tne
present tanks, as that could not be
done by the route suggested, but high
enough to feed mains that may be con
structed, as tne present mains will be
found insufficient some time iu the fu
ture for s the whole city. Then divert
these canon streams for watering
the bench lands lying above the
canal, and then you have
your supply for all time to come, of
pure City Creek and Cottonwood
water for supplying the waterworks
and an abundance with those cf the
Jordan fcr irrigation, sprinkling the
streets, etc. Toe facts are that Salt
Lake County h3 one of the best, if
not tne best, reservoirs in an tne
world, and it has cost them nothing as
yet. The little oue-hor- se reservoirs
that have been taikea of irom time to
time, if constructed would be ia com
parison like a bucketful to the ocean.
and when the time comes, it not ODly
can, but will be utilized in the inter
ests of Us natural Inheritors.

The antiquity ol the custom does not
clothe it wita any Gesreo oi respec-
tability or apologize for its con-
tinuance iu the nineteenth century
Modern progress demands something
less barbaric. Indeed those who
consider themselves "advanced think-

ers," demand the . abolitlan of
capital punishment and consider it
wrong to take human life under any
circumstances. This, however, does
not obtain to any great extent, for, at
ter trial, it has been found inexpedient
and the death penalty for murder has
been restored. The substitution of the
battery for the rope seems to be the
most likely reform in the punishment

This mode of execution seems to be in
many respects vastly preferable to the
barbarous one of hangin?. -- It is said
to be instantaneous. It is free from
the liability to those horrible scenes
by whici bumdinjj hangmen have
brought disgrace upon the places
