Most of those aked
to express a cholce found it difficult not
1o present a plurality of cholees as to
the first question, wffection for dead
and gone horses blasing their judg-
meni, but there is a striking clearness
in the vote by which the immortal Sys-
onby s crowned king, Of the 38 men
whose oviniong were asked, no fewear
than 10 are registered for the [ll-fated
son of Melton-Optime, whose récent
death his owner, James R, Keene, took
€0 much (o heart.

Hindoo comes second in the estimas

Speed, endurance, conformation, sound-
ness, temper, ease {n  handling and
gameness are a few of the major quall-
fications which each candidate must
pass. Lack In any one |s & bar,

8o then, Domino, which In the oplinion
of thousancds, was the best horse the
country ever knew up to seven-eighths
of a mile, must be dropped from the
caleulations. Like Kinley Mack, whose
heels were bad; Gold Heels, whose feat
were off, and others, Domino was a
Breat horse, but—

MeAleer's remprks pecall  the facl
that some of the greatesl outfelders
that ever played bageball have worn a
8t, Loule unifaorm at one stage of ather
of their baseball carcers Curt Welch,
the meat ouificlder of twenly Jears
ogo, played cénrer field for Comisky's
champion St. Louis Browns, Welch was
a woenderful fly chaser. but weak with
the willow. Hao practically played the
whole outfleld for Comiskey's great Bt
Louis team. '

“Tin'* O'Neill, the left ficlder of the
club, was carried for hit hittlvg *'Com-
my" used Foutz and Carathers, his
heavy-hitting pitchers,  In right  fAeld.

Welsh played the whole 8t l.owuls
outfield for Comiskey until Tommy Me
Carthy mtde his appearance In  the
game, MeCarthy dewekeu’-d into one of
the most brilllant outflelders of his day,
He played right field for St. louls, ana
finished up his baseball career with the
champlon Boston Natlonal league tenm
McCarthy was a faster wman than Welch

“Dickey” Johnston of Boston, Jim
Fogarty of Philadelphia, George Gore

of Chicago and New York and Ned HMan-
lon of Delrolt were the other star out-
ficlders of lwemr years ago. George
Gore was yprobably the best hitter of
the bunch, and Johnston wey the best
outfielder, although many considered

BN Lange of the Chicago iwanty was
one of the best hitting outfielders of
ten or twelve years ago.
