I place
great reliance in these state-
ments from other evidence which
[ have. These Indians with Sit-
ting Bull will amount probably to
three or four hundred lodges, and,
inmy opinion, can veiry eas:1ly be
struck by General Terry’s column,
provided it go in light waiching
Our
priseners alss in their conversation
fully confirmed in every particular
my opinion as already telegraphed
you, We had & very hard march
here from Heart River. For eighty
consgeculive miles we did not have
a particle of wood, During the
greater portion of the time we wers
arenched by cold rains, which
made traveling very bheavy., A
great many of the animals gave
out and had to be abandoned. The
others are now in such a weak con-
dition that the greater number of
them will not be able to resume
the campaign until after a reason-

able rest. I should like to have
about 500 horses, preferably the
half-breed horses, raised on the

Laramie I'lains or in the vicinity
of Denver, and acclimated to this
country. 1 inteund to carry out the
programme mentioned in my last

dispatch via Fort Lincoln, and
shall remain in the vicinity of
Deadwood until the arrival of my
wagon train. \
