I sappose you have a chance to em-
vley youor mind with something bese-
ticial so thut the time I8 not entiroly
lost. [ am pleased to hear that all are
well and prosperous at home, and that
the bleasings of God and the bioom of
heaith are shinlpg Around the bhearth.
They state in their writlng to me that
ave good health and are resigned
w your lok. 1 can truthLiully say
that I feel the same in my missionary
labors amoagst the Maori people, as
they are a friendly, kind and hospitabie
race.

The Gospel takes quite paturally
with them and it i3 spreading abroad
thus becoming etrong in the land. i
bave recently returned from a confer-
ence of the misslon which was well
attended by the Maoris. The report
shows that there are over 2,000 Salats
among this people; this t.ella well, tak-
ing into consideration the fact that the
Gospel has beem a them only
three years.

Governor Leslie, of Montana, has
just issued & prociamation prohibiting
the 1mportation of ‘‘domestic animals
and Texas cattle’”” from Illinols, New
York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania,
Maryund Delaware, District of Co-
lumbia Vlrginll., Texas and Vermont,
It pruhibiu tbe Importation ol ‘‘any
catile whatsoever which bave been
brought from any portion of sald
scheduled locallties, or any ef them,
except 'pon certiticate of the Terri-
torial Veterinary Surgeon that smch
cattle have been subject to a quaran-
tine of ninety days, and except Texas
caltie thal. have been driven overland
all tire w.{ from Texas, and which are
accompanied by & veterinarian’s cer-
tificate of health. And forbids the im-
poruuon into that Territory otany and
all cattle driven or shipped from any
other Biate, Territory or couniry, un-
less the uma shall be accompan od by
a certificate of health, given by the
veterioary surgeon of said state, ter-
ritory or country, or his regularly ap-
pointed and authorlzed deputy, whe
shall bave carefully examined all such
cattle immediately prior Lo thesgiving
of llch cerll.ﬁute
