A GLOSED TOWN

Mines Shut Down for Thirty-six
Hours, Saloons and Stores
Take Same Course.

SITUATION IS VERY TENSE.

Business Element Thoroughly Aroused
And s Clean-up Is by mo
Means Improbable,

Goldfield, Nev., March 12~There was
o change in the labor situation today
g0 far as it appeared upon the surface.
The town 18 quiet, both sides apparent-
Iy determining to keep peace along
the streets. All the mines shut down
last night for a period of 36 hours and

all the saloons and stoves wore closed
for the same time. It was expected
thiut the miners who are opposed to fur-
ther  affillation  with the Industria!
Workers of the World, and who are
anxlous o form an independent body
to atllilate with the American Federa-
tion af Labor, would make a demon-
stration today. They were to assemble
at Jumbo town at noon and warch Into
Goldfield behind the patlonal colors.
Grave results were expected from this
move, The mines were cloged to allow
all miners of that persuasion to Join the
movement and the saloons and stores
were closed fearing trouble. I13esides
the coroner’s jury was to sit on the
body of the restaurant kecper who was
ghot by an Industrial Worker picket
and delegate and it was expected that
this would bg the occasion for a clash.
The pm'r:.m‘e was abanadoned and the
coroner's hearving was postponed until
tomorrow morning, The parade Was
abandoned at the request of an organ-
izer of the Amerlcan Federation of La-
bor, who Is In the camp to organize the
various uniorns in the camp, and the
the coroner's fnquest was postponed
with the expectation that very import-
ant evidence showing conclusively that
the killmg was the result of an I, W.
W. consplracy would be forthcoming.

Last night President Jim Smith of
the I. W. W, who had been released
on bond & day or two ago for beating
up offensive waiters |n miner's unlon
hall, wap re-arrested on a warrant for
consplracy in the Killing of the restau-
rant keeper and other arrests are ex-
pected,

It I3 expected that n conspiracy has
been found to dispose of about 10 men
of prominence among the mine own-
ers and opposing labor leaders and it 18
understood that damaging admissions
have been obtalned to this effect, The
Situation 18 more tense than at any
oth‘m- e of labor disturbances,

The business element of the cornmu-
nity i thoroughly aroused and de-
termined and there will likely be a
clean-up before it is over. Meetings of
the businessmen have been held every
few hours, and thelir plan of procedure
15 well undersiood on all sides. They
were ready today at the first Sign of a
dlimrb:uu'(- to act.
