Teacher’s Assoclation. — The Salt
Lake County Teachers' Assoclation
met on Saturday in the Fourteenth
Ward Assembly Rooms.

After the usual opening exercises
considerable miscellaneous buasiness
whas considered.

1st.—A  Practical Illustration of
Mouidiog in Sand apd Clay—Mr. D. R
Allen. The moulding was used mostly
In geographby classes. The pupils were
frst required to trace a map of the
contlpent (o be studied, then to
draw maps from memory. By this
means they obtain & knowledge of the
coast line, mountain ranges, river val-
leys, ete., after which they would
mould a8 map in sand on the moulding
table: Three or four pupils were al-
lowed to work on the map at the same
tlme, as they criticised and corrected
tach other's work, Three of Mr. Al-
len's pupils, being present, moulded a
map of Asla;: and by thelr work proved
the sulvantage of this system of teach-
log geography.
