Recognizing the
fact that universal prosperity is
best promoted by domestic and na
tional intercourse.and that throughcommerce and trade the nations of
the world are brought into the
moat intimate leWlons. to which
great eLd peace is absolutely essen
tial, tney regard you as the great
Chieftain whose military - genius
restored domestic peace and civil
law throughout our country. In
yournour or triumpn your mag-
nanimity did not allow you to for-

get that the good will of all cur
countrymen was as nectsjary as
fue success of the armies under
your" command. When entrusted
with the highest office ia the gift
of the people, you proved to the
