The condition of the women ot Arme-
nia is now terrible. They have no relume
Irom the Turks, ami outrages ol all de-

scriptions aro perpetrated, ending m
death. In some ol the Armenian titles
during he late mavncret the girls were
collected into the churches and were
kept there lor days at the pleasure ol
tliu soldiers be. ore they weru killed.
Une statement describes liu sixty
younjc brides were so treated and how
the blood ran out Irom under the church
dour at the time ot their murdrrs.
These Armenian women are among the
most alliai live ol tbo far east. I saw a

i number of ilium during my trip through
Asia Minor. They have large, dar--

luminous eyes, wim long eyelaihes, and
their complexion Is that ol rich cream.
Many ol them have rosy cheeks and
luscious red lips. They are tall and
straight, becoming soon fat after mar-
riage. They arc very intelligent, and
not a few ol them aie married to Turks.
iheie women have a dress of their
own. They wear red fe caps with loug
taskfls, much like some ot the country

is of Greece. The richer ladies wear
fir iiickeis, lined with lur, and long,
plain skuts of silk or hue wool. In the
province ol Van, where some ol the
outrages have occurred, the girls wear
trousers tinder their skiru, which are
tied at the ankles. Some have lung,
sleeveless jackets, or cloaks, renchtng
almost to the leel and open at the sides
up to the waists, and others wear gor-
geous bead dresses, covering the irdul of

their caps with guld coins, which hang

wear their whole dowry on their per
sons, and in massacres like those which
have occurred rings are torn from the
ears, arms are cut olf for bracelets and
many a woman is k lied lor her iewelry.
Trie poorer women are hard workers.
Nearly every household has some
kind of labor bv which it adds lo its in-

come, borne of the lineat embroider-
ies we get Irom Turkey are made by
Armemaii women, the bc.t of the work
being done by hand in hovels.

ARMENIAN IIOl'SES.

The houses in which the Armenians
live are dillereut in dillerent countries.
In many ot the cities of Turkey
there is an Armenian quarter, and the
older Armenian houses of Hmyrna are
built like forts. They have no windows
facing the street, and It has only been
ol late years when the people have c

themselves sale iiuui religious
mobs, such as have lately occurred, that
they have built houses more like the
Turks. In Armenia proper, where the
outrages are going on, tha poorer
c ntses have bonus which would nardiy
be considered fit lor cows in Atneiica.
The cow, in lact, lives with the Ismily.
The houses are ab ol one story, and It
is not uncommon to build a house
ag4int the side of a lull, in order to
save the making of a wall.
