The Time' New
Orleans special sayt: A convention
of colored men from all parts of the
State had a! conference yesterday,
regarding the exodus. pinchback
headed the politicians and Rev. A.

The latter prevailed and organized'
the convention. Some very intem
perate speeches were made, but the
generally prevailing sentiment was
voiced by u. ti. Thompson, the

address. He said: Prominent south,
em men have confessed to me that
when the country waa invaded and
its women, and children were at the
mercy of the negro, that race re
mained faithful beyond expecta-
tion, bnt the southern people have
trusted too much to the docility of
the negro; v There is a settled con
viction among our race that we
have not been justly treated. Our
ndeiiiy in a Beaton or deadly perilhas not been met by the amity we
have the right to expect. They tell
us wo will die in Jvansas of cold,
but we had better die there than die
here of the shotgun. Treated as
citizens, we can do better here
than anywhere else, if white cap
italists will - put doWn ruffianism,

will, to the utmost' of my ability,
endeavor to prevent the exodus.
We were born here and the climate
is congenial, but if wo cannot live
here In peace we nad better leave:
One delegation, on the floor repre-
sents a society of 40,000 souls. We
have carefully considered tne con
sequences of this move.

Those who go
henceforth will go amply provided
