The population of
Giurgevo has been ordered "to leave
because of the cannonade between
Rustehuk and the Russian batter-
ies, on the northern bank of the
Danube.

Accounts of the battle before Es-
ki Djuma are very fragmentary and
conflicting. The numbers engaged
do not appear to have beean very
great, although the battle was
-ttﬁ:t{ro’ronly contested. b

nna special says, the Rus-
siauns numbered 7,000 and the Turks
1gm. According to the Rassian
official account the Turks took the
offensive in great force, on August
22nd, and drove back two Russian
battalions from Jaslar. Bkirmish-
ing continued throughout the
night. Next day. the 23rd, the
Turks made three attacks in the
neighborhood of Jaslar, but these
were brilliantly repulsed. A re-
newal of the attack is expected,
A dispatch, dated E«ki Djuma,
Thurday night, reports that steady
llghtinf has been going on for the
last thirty-six hours between the
Turkish advanced posts and the
Russians, who are attacking in
force along the line from Jaslar to
koi. The Turks were at first
driven in, but were reinforced, and
retook their original positions,
which they hold at this moment.
