High
wind Injure I wheal nul oali on the
3tti and 21th, and frosts on the SOtli

and 7lli Injured fruits. In rurowan,
Oilfield aud other southern couutlei
high wind, and light froata prevailed
during the closing weekef Arll but
no scrioua damage la retried.
