The dmund bill for the distri-
bution of the property of tbe "Mor-

mon" Church after it is confiscated,
auJ which the reputed author rail-

Saturday, as announced In the
Deskbet Sews of the same even-

ing, was li;htiy amended from tbe
original. The full amended text is
as follow:

"B? it enacted by tbe Senato aud
IIouo of 1 representative of tbe Unit-

ed Slates of America in Congress as-

sembled. That any and all funds or
otb r property lately belonging to or
hi the possew-io- of or claimed by tbe
carporation mentioned in section 1? of
the act ensiled 'An act to amend an
act entitled "An act to amend section
5352 uf tbo llevUed Statute of tbe
Uuited Slate, in reference to bigamy,
snd for other piirioes," approved
March -- 2. ItSJ, at, before, or since
the taking effect cf --aid act,
axcept si far as it shall apar
in thereto that there is a
lawful private right, shall be devctod
to the use and beu.rit of

schools in the Territory of Utah;
and the secretary of the Interior sh&ll
take and receive tbe same and dispose
thereof to the uses aforesaid in sueli
manner as --hall seem to him, with the
approval cf tbe to be mo-- l
expedient. And the supreme court of
said Territory is hereby invented with
power and authority to mako all ne-

cessary and proper order-- , and decrees
for tbo purpose hereinbefore men.
Eioned."

Tne amendments are not import-
ant except as the
onginai oijecc ueiug luainlatnrd,
tliat is to take cerlaiu fuuds from
the people who contributed them
for a spjciSeJ purpose, aud devote
theni to another and different
purpose, ami for tae benefit of indi-
viduals who never contributed one
cent thereto aud who have no claim
whatever uiion them.
