The first witness
was Frank Chleboun, one of the con
spirators who turned state's evidence.
tie testified as to the circumstances
under which be first met the prisoner.Afterwards be met Chapek and be
came intimate with both. He was a
frequent visitor to Hronek's house.
The last Sunday in May Uronek told
the witness tow be had a great scheme
to barn up the lumberyard, bat it naa
been discovered. He had also missed

chance to kill Bon Meld and was
afraid he would never have another.
He testified at length concerning their
experiments with dynamite and then
said that on several occasions Hronek
had said that he must

They finally found the hOase
and took a good look at it. On the
way home Hronek said President
Cleveland bad a narrow escape wnen
on his visit here. At that time be
(Uronek) had been ready to throw a
bomb at tie presidential carriage, bat
was dissuaded by Schneider and Niho
landa. Hronek's plans were to kill
Bonfleld. bat oa talking it over with
Chapek decided to pat an end to Judge
Grinnell first. He said that if no bet
ter opportunity offered he would go
into the courtroom and tnrow a bomb
at the judge. Then it the police tried
to capture him be would

on them, and if this failed he had a
revolver and would s'joot the officers
and then himself.

Chleboun admitted reluctantly that
he was an anarchist and had drilled
with the Lehr and Wear Verein in tbe
old days before the Uaymirket epi-
sode. He also said he bad gone to
Chapek's house to receive instructions
in the art of making dynamite. He
paid two dollars for the lesson bat did
not learn anything. He said Hronek
had told him on tne trip to Riverside
that he was tbe man that threw the
bomb at Uaymarket. At first Chle
boun did not believe this but after he
saw the bomb In Hronek's possession
Be toon eat 11 was tne train, and a lew
weeks later be told Attorney Fischer
about it. He had told no one else
prior to this.

Gardner, who had given bail, was sub
sequently again arrested at Chicago
while trying to sen opium.

Harris, a prominent lawyer of Seattle,
W.T.. is also one of the defendants in
this part of the case.

Gardner was- - orougnt into court
at 10 o'clock this morning. His eyes
are weak and he wore a
bandage over them.. Ex -- Congress
man Richard Crowley of ap
peared as nis. counsel, united states
District Attorney Lockwood and as-
sistant Hoyt represented the govern
ment. A Jury was obtained in an boar,
and assistant Hoyt opened the case,
relating the story of the smuggling
operations.
