W. EVANS,

I MAVE been associated with Bro-

ther Pitt a good many years. He

Dispatches from Berlin =ay thal
the Russian Government is forward-
ing large reinforcement to Tur-
kistan.

Gloom pre-
vails in the mining distriets.

In the House of Commons this
evening John Bright took his seat
for the first time since his prolonged
illness, and was loudly cheered.

LoNpoN.—The Telegraph says a
St. Petersburg special intimates
that Gortschakofl’ is about to sub-
mit to the government of Great
Britain a Frnpnﬁnl for a special
Anglo-Russian commission to settle
the boundaries of Afghanistan.

A dispateh from Paris asserts that
a reconciliation has been effected
between the Duke of Montpensier
and ex-queen I[sabella. Prince Al-
fonso is to mary the daughter of
the Duke, who will assume the re-
gency of Spain,

BERLIN.—It is reported that the
great powars of Kurope have resolv-
ed to postpone recognition of the
H[iﬂ-lliﬁlll republic for the present.

LoxDpoN,—The Greal Lastern has
now on board 2,590 miles of eable,

'and the Telegraph fleet, with ad-

ditional cable, whieh is to be laid
for the Anglo-American French ea-
ble commission. y She will eail
the last week in May. It is expect-
od that the cable will be in work-
ing order before the first of July. It
will be laid to Halifax, then to New
York.
