The Turbans and their descendants
for many years alter them were strong-
ly opposed to the introduction ol any
musical instrument at divine worship.

The wood man
paused, laid down his hymn book, and
proceeded with his sermon as though
singing tormed no part ol his public
worship, and finally dismissed the con.
gregation without vole oi comment-- I

he members ol the choir wero indig-
nant. 'Ine young men and girls re-
solved not to go into Ihe "singing
seats" ai all in the allernoon, and ihe
eldera who did go there wore a look of
stern resolution. The pastor read a
psalm and aat down No sound lo'
lowed. After a long silence he read the
psalm again, with Hushed face and alein
man er, looking intermgaiely at the
gallery. The choir leader my gr at
grnnd ather, by ihe way, lrom whom
the story bat been handed down to suc-
ceeding generations could bear it no
longer and called out decisively,
"there'll be no tinging here this Thanks-
giving."

"Ihcn there'll be no preaching," said
the paslor, and taking hit cocked hat
from lit peg he marched out of church,
leaving hit congregation paralyied with
astonishment. he big hddle did not
again appear in the "tinging seats."

Ihe general obaervance of an annual
Thanksgiving day spread very slowly
outside ul New Kngland An American
edition of ;the Episcopalian Prayer
llook dated 17H9, strongly advised
but the recommendation wat not then
acted upon. Thanksgiving day wat not
regularly proclamed by any ttate gov-
ernor outside of New Kngland till 1B17,
and it It only within .( yean past thai it
lias been customary for the President ol
the toiled Slates to proclaim
