A TERRIBLE DEATH.
A Fifteen-Months’ Old Bey Drinks
Conecentrated Lye.

Ansther of those heart-rending cases
that have been altogether too frequent
in this vicinity, occurred on Baturday
afternoon, resultiog in the death of the
bright iittle son of George and Emma
Everett, of the Sixteenth Ward, this
city. A little girl had been scrubbing
the floor, and in this labor had been
uslng some concentrated lye. She had
used all out of the box as she supposed
and had rinsed it in the tub. About 2
p. m. she riused ,the box again, and
refliling It with water, placed it on an
article outside of the door. It had been
there but a short time when Parley M.
Everett, an infant not quite fifteen
months old, came along and took a
drink from the box. The small quan-
tity of lye that had remained around
the edges of the car had dissolved,and
burmed the poor child’s mouth, throat
and stomach.

Medical assistance was summoned,
and a8 it was thought that possibly the
deadly poison was not present in suf-
ficient quantity to do serious injary,
every «ffort was made tocsunteract
its effects and relieve the child of its
sufferings. But the terrible work had
been accomplishd, and Hetween 4 and
3 o'clock yesterday afternoon, after
about 20 hours of fearfnl agony, the
babe relinquished its hold upon life. It
was bern in this city April 21, 1887,

Itis impossible to describe the terri-
ble grief of Mr. and Mrs. Evereit at

the fate of their Ilittle ome. The
poor mother especially was fairly dis-

tracted.

An Indian’'s ldeas,

The Winnemucca (Nev.) Silver State
contains the fellowing from an Indian
boy attending the Grand Junction In-
dustrial School, inColorado:

"1 left Lovelocks lasL winter in the
month of January, 17, 18348, On my
way through Humbeldt County and
Lander County I saw quite & number
of my Iriends. Oag. the i5th, morning,
[ arrived at Ogden at seven o’clock,
and changed cars for Grand Juoctlon,
Colorado. In about two houra I
reacoed Salt Lade City. Salt Lake
City is a nice place. Aflter leaving
Salt Lake City sawW a great many
farms on each side of the rallroad for
60 or 70 miles. At every house I saw
blg, stout, healthy-looking women, to
each woman six or seven children, and
I thought to myself salt water must be
healthy for people 1n Utah.

On the 281n- arrived at Grand Junc-
tion, Colorado. Mr. J. B. Mooney and
lenry E *Harris were at the depot te
meet me. My first step at this Indian
school was on Suuday. morning. I
found the Indian puplls all well and
gnjoytnsi]themuelvea. They look to me
like civilized citizens—their hair cut
short, thelr boots blacked ; white shirts
and stand-up collars, Two Indlan
boys were employed in the kitchen.
The following are the names of the
white employees; Mr.and Mrs. Moo-
mey, teachers; D, J. J. Robertson,
clerk; Mr. Flonda, industrial teacher;
Mrs. Florida, seamstress; Mr. Gannan,
carpenter; Kate Richardson, laun-
drgss; Tnos. H. Breern, superintend-
€enk.

Fhe Indian boys dare doing very well
Ia their studies. Ouar pupils here Jdon’t
seem to realize their eduocation amd
treatment, but I am in great hopes that
our pupils will come 10 the front some
time¢, The people of Grand Junction
think that our puplis are like dumb,
driven cattle—they think we cannot
learn. People of Grapd Junctioa say
they don’'t like to see Indians on the
street, but still we march through thelr
streets. We know this soll belongs to
us, and we have a right to walk upon
its face. We have American blood ln
every vein. [ don't think people here
are better than people in Nevada. 1
think the world of the people in Ne-
vada; 1 ophold them. The people of
Nevada brought me up to where [ am
standing. [ thank them many times
for their treatment. [ say good bye to
all may scheol friends in Nevada. I

The Sounthern States Mission.:

Elder Wm. Spry, President of the
Southern States Mission, returned to
this city this morning after an absencg
of a couple of months looking after
the irterests of the mission, bringing
with bim a company of about thirty
Saints from ‘he South to Conejos
Coumnty, Col. He reports the mission-
ary work in the South as being in a
fairly prosperous conditlon. A large
force of Elders from Utah are now in

that fleld, who are moving alopg quiet=
ly, introducing the Gospel to all whe
will listen to them, and in some por-
tions of the-saission are makiong good
headway. No mobbing or other vio-
lence has been manifested to-
wards the Elders of late, and the
policy of the Elders is to cultivate the
acquaintance and friendship of thg
more intelligent and influential classes,
by which means Lthey are enabled to
make more rapld progress than they
otherwise could. The mobbing which
the Elders have received in the past in
that region bas usually been from the
most igmorant] and bigoted classes
of people, though generally instigated
by preachers whose antipathy is
aroused by the success of the mis-
si0onaries in making comverts among
thelr flocks, and who, as a conse-
quence, imagine that their craft is in
danger. The more intelligent people
of the Soulh are noted for their liber-
ality of ideas and especially for thelr
hospltality towards strangers, and the
Elders who travel in that part witheut
purse or scrip, as did the Aposties of
old, are perhaps as well provided lor
as in any other part of the world. Ei-
der Spry expects Lo reture to Chatta-
nooga, the headquarters ol the mis-
sion, about the last of the present
month.

He makes special mention of the
good that 1s sccomplished by sending
coples of the NEws to the south and
commendds the practice to all who have
friends living In that region or who
have a deslre to assist the Elders in
the work they are epgaged in.
