NEW YORBK, 22,.—The Zimes, re-
viewing the morning dispatches
from the Bouth, thinks there is not
the least evidence of epidemic at
Memphis. There have been only
four or five deaths and the disease
generully is declared to be a mild
type and s not likely to be carried
elsewhere, if ordioary precautions
are taken.

Doanuis Maunning, a fireman on
the stesmer Cily of Merida,plying
between Havans and New York,
died in Brooklyon to-day of yellow
fever, The bomd of health have
taken precautions t» prevent the
spread of the disease.

A Nashville special says: Dr. E.
M. Wright, Uniled States saaitary
luspector, ‘airived from New: Or-
leans this morning, under orders of
the Nationel Board of Health. He
says it is almost the universally ex-
pressed opinion of thoze familiar
with yellow fever, that there is
great danger of Lthe fever spreading
over Mississippl Valley, and thers
is & very genemslly expressed de.
msand for the establishmeut of in-
telligent guarantine under the
rules of the National Board, which
everywherse meets with approval,
with the exception of its applica,
tion to cular localities where
the fever has beretofore prevailed.
At these places, physicians and
health authorities familiar with
yellow fever advisesuch quarantine
as will prohibit the stay of people
coming rrom infected places. East
Tennesseee and Virginia, he says,
are thought to be the best localities
within easy reach for the fleeing
refugees, affording them a better
asylum, perbaps, tham any .pther
ion at the same distance from
points likely to be infected. He
=ays the health authorities of New
Orleans are exercising great vigi-
lance to prevent an outbreak of fes
ver there, and very watchful of
every suspicious case, and that any
case occarring will be promptly re-
ported. .

I'ne T¥mes Memphis special says:
The fever la now eeattered over the
city and the indications are that
before the week is end.d there will
be no part of the city without its
guota of sickness. Many of the
doctors etill maintain that the
disease is of the mild type of yellow
fever, while others contend it is
something elese,

Dr. Potnam, an o!d resident
physician of 35 years standing, says
e has five orsix patients under
treatment, bat does not discover
any yellow fever in the sickness
which would be reported by other
doctors as yellow fever.

Howard Assi¢iation, says' he has
nelghbors within two blocks of his
residence, and eays he cannot de-
teot in any of them the yellow fe-
ver, although he belleves there is
yellow fever in tha oity. The Gen-
eral mentioned cases within his
knowledge that had never been rs-
ported. and sald that although the
patients were very eick on the firset
attack, they were now walking
about in their yards or strests to-
day.
