JNow we find in tracing -- the his-
tory of the Lord's dealings from the
beginning to the present time we
find it in our ownJustory. we 'find
it in the histor!es contained in the
Bible, the NewTestament, and the
Book of. Mormon, that where cir-
cumstances arose or events trans-
pired of a peculiar nature; it requir-
ed the action of men and women
to accomplish - certain duties that
that Were devolving upon , them in
the interest and the salvation of
the people, or for a class of people,or jerhapa for certain: Individuals;we find this la tracing the history
of God's dealings with the human
family. Now -- to my mind there is
something very singular In the his.
tory of j a certain people connected
with the events related in the Book
of Esther. ' There was a people at
this time scattered throughout the
provinces'of theMedes and Persians,
Ahasuerua being then king of Persia
and Median t This people were
the people of God,' they had been
acknowledged of God as His people
for several centuries, commencing
with Abraham; bat lu consequence
of their dissipation and transgres
sion, and because they: sought to
worship other gods, He scattered
them throughout those 127- - provin-
ces and they were in captivity. But
in consequence of a certain feeling
that was gotten np,a feeling of hatred
and a determination to destroy this
people, they were placed in very
imminent Jeopardy. A decree had
been pasEed by the king that! on a
certain day they should all "be de-

stroyed, and there was weeping and
walling from one end of the kingdom
to the other. But it appears as It
will, and has appealed in our: his-

tory in the pastthat the Lord had
concealed his plan for th. deliver-
ance -- of 'His., people.. It was for the
purpose of destroying Mordecal .that
the decree was established. Haman,
who was the author Of the difficul
ties, had determined in his ' mind
that be would destroy Mordecal, but
disdained to execute his vengeance
on Mordecal alone, therefore desired
to mase a sweeping arrangementwLlch would include the destruction
of all his people scattered through-
out the provinces, and Haman suc-
