The questions propounded by JudgeBrown to J.M. Zane at the time the lat-

ter; was being examined for admtasion
to the bar seem very significant. "Will
you obey every law even though you
deem it unconstitutional?'! "Would
yon have obeyed the "Fugitive Slave
Law?'V 'The affirmative answers given
may prove Mr. Zane's tnbaerviency to
the courts, but they do not exhibit de-
votion to the Constitution or to human
liberties and progress. I heard Mr.
Varian publicly boast of his disregardfor and violation of the Fugitive Slave
law, and I honored- - him tor it. Yet
that law was declared, by the highest
tribuaal in the land, to be Constitu-
tional. Kow, if a pledge of obedience
to all laws. Constitutional or other-
wise, be an essential qualification for
admission to the legal fraternity, is itnot at least equally necessary la order
to retain that honor, and especially in
a public representative ot the Govern-
ment? ; Were these questions merely
buncombe, intended possibly as a re-
buke to Mr. Varian, or Is that gentle-
man prepared to retract and apologize
for his boast of former disobedience to
the laws of his country ?

It is probably true that the surest
way to get bad laws repealed is to en-
force them. As- - a representative of a
government,! would enforce its laws or
resign mv position. But enforcement
of a law is oaejthing, obeying It is quiteanotner ni every uooy ooeyeo ail baa
laws, when would any ot .them be re-

pealed? There are obligations to hu-
manity higher, sometimes, than obedi-
ence to some legal enactments. The
line of distinction-seems to me very
simple. Sacrifice of sell is permissible,sacrifice of principle is not. So longaalaw required only the surrender ot myown pleasure or happiness, or even my
inalienable rights! should probably
obey.1 But If It required me to sacri-
