the Gospel has been preached, the
fulfilment of the predictions of the
prophets has not had the effect to
con idncethe-peopl- e ol the truth of
iue ministry uoa nas given unto us.

Even with this experience in the
past, the Latter-da- y Saints them
selves are not entirely divested of
extravagant views respecting the ef-
fects which are likely to follow rlhe H

fulfilment of predictions yet in the
future. Are we not all inclined to
look forward to many events which
have been predicted bv the servants
of God as being of so great and won-
derful, and 1 may say sosunernatur
al a character that when they shall
be fulfilled they will even startle us.
who believe tney are comincr. and
will compel the unbelieving inhabit
ants bf the earth to accept thera its
evidence of ; the truth? In iotir
thoughts this seem to.be the natur
al tendency. I notice it m myself; I
notice it in others. When we read
respecting the great events which
are to take place in connection with
this work, as predicted in the Book
of Doctrine and Covenants, are we
not inclined to think that, surely.
when these things shall come to
pass, all the earth, as well as our
selves, will be constrained to ac
knowledge this to be the work of
God, and these events to be indeed
those which have been predicted by
the prophets?

Now I would not, for the world,
ay one word to lessen in the minds

of my brethren and sisters the im
portance of these events; I would not
say one word to weaken your proper
expectations; but my experience has
taught me that the Lord works in
the midst of this people by natural
means, and that the greatest eventi- -

that have been spoken of Uy the
holy prophets will come along so
naturally as the consequence of cer-
tain causes, that unless our eyes are
enlightened by the spirit of God,and
the spirit of revelation rests ujxm
us, we will fail to see that these are
the events predicted by the holy
prophets.

I refer you again to that prophecy
of Isaiah and Micah respecting the
gathering together of tne Israel of
God from the various nations to
Zion. As we read of that in the
Bible, we might think when that
was fulfilled it would be done withp
such supernatural manifestattoas
that the people would be constrain-
ed to acknowledge it was the work
of God. Yet we see it every day.
Our people are gathering, and men
and women who emigrate bear tes-

timony to the friends they leave be-

hind, in almost the exact language
that the prophets sa'd they would,
and yet it is not thought very extra-
ordinary. Why is this? Because it
has come along so naturally. And
so with the great events that will
take place in the future; they will
come all along in so natural a man-
ner, the lord will bring them to
pass in such a way that they will
not be accepted by the people, ex-

cept by those who can comprehend
the truth, as the fulfilment of. the
pjedictions of the prophets. It re-

quires the spirit of God to enable
men and women to understand the
tilings of God; it requires the spirit
of God to enable the people to com-- ,

prehend the work of God and to per-
ceive his movements and providen-
ces among the children of men.The
man who is destitute of the spirit of
God cannot comprehend the work of
liotL- - A woman. wbtnot been enlightened bv thatpirit,
cannot see or comprehend any of
these events that take place in ful-

I was speaking with Brother
Simpson Molen this evening; who.as
you snow nas lately returned from
a mission to the Sandwich Islands.
It is now 29 years since the gospelwas introduced to the neon! of that
country. I labored, there for four or
five years, and was the first to
preach the gospel to them in their
language in this generation. During
my experience among that people; a
red skinned race,; I never, knew a
man, because of transgression or
anything else, after he received the
truth I never knew tine of them to
turn around and fight- - this cause in
the manner that we witness- - men
doing among our race. ; How is it
with the Gentiles, the race of which
we are a part? When a man gets a
testimony from God and falls into
transgression he Is almost Imme-
diately seized with the spirit of mur-
der. He wants to shed the blood of
innocence. He wants to kill the
servants of God. is full af bitterness
and hatred ana seeks ia find Vent
for his wicked passions; We have
seen this spirit manifested in our
history among our own race. But
here is a people Who receive strong
testimon emcernmg 'the gOspe ,
and front all that Icanlenra there
has not been ani instance-o-f a man's
turning around and bitterly fighting
this work.

The
prophets hare foretold the event
that should tk pjace in connection
with this work. There is one proph-et?- y

that comes to my mind recorded
by Isajah and aiicah, respecting the
building of.thebouse of GOtt in the
top of the mountains and the gath-
ering of the people there, and the
object for which they should gather,
that-the- y should com upSLnd be
taoghi of the Ixrd, etc. Now it
might be supposed that when that
Prediction would be fulfilled it would
ue so prominent and remarkable in
the --midst of --the nations of the
earth, that all the inhabitants
thereof who should witness it
would say, "This is the fulfilment
of the predictions of Isaiah
and' Micah." - And Jt might
lie thought that all the inhabitants
of the earth who witnessed it would
be convinced of the truth of it, and
would say, "We have no further
opposition to this work, because we
heboid the fulfilment of the predic-
tions of those holy prophets wnom
we have been taught to regard,
and whose writings we have read as
authority from God." .

And, doubtless, there are man' of
tho Latter-da- y Saints who have
thought, in the early days of their
experience m this church, when
they have heard the elders predict
ponceminsr the creat events that
should take place in connect tori with
this work they have thought and
felt in their hearts that when the
wicked and those who oppose this
work should see the fulfilment of
tese predictions they would be con
strained to acknowledge that this is

the work of God, and would cease
from hostility and opposition, and
would ay trrey hat! been mistaken.
For instance, the elders in the early
days of tbis Church predicted con-

cerning calamities and wars and
troubles of various kinds that would
come upou tho inhabitants of the
earth. There was a revelation giv-
en to the Prophet Joseph Smith, in

December, 1832, concerning the war
that should take place between the
southern states and the northern
states. Tbis was a definite predic-
tion, stating the exact point where
a certain trouble or rebelliou or di-

vision in the nation should take
place. Most of us who have been
brought up in the Church knew
abou5 this revelation from early
days. It has been publisuea so snai
all the members of the Church and
thA world ateo could have it, ana n
was but reasonable to erpect that so

definite a prophecy as this, wnicn
ntated the exact character ot me
difficulty that should take place be
tween the sou tn ana iue norm, uu
that also stated with such deflnite- -

ness the exact point where ine ai- -

vision should C4Kur-- -i say n was
